Subject:     Request for Proposal (RFP) NNK07206137R, Multiple Award Indefinite-Delivery Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) Ground Support Equipment (GSE) Contracts

The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Kennedy Space Center (KSC), is pleased to release this RFP for the GSE IDIQ Acquisition.  This solicitation replaces the Draft RFP dated September 13, 2007, in its entirety. This RFP will result in the award of multiple IDIQ Ground Support Equipment (GSE) contracts for fabrication and incidental installation of ground support equipment, test equipment, ground systems, and other hardware necessary to process flight and associated hardware for NASA/KSC.  These multiple award IDIQ contracts will provide the Government the ability to respond to and complete mission critical requirements in a timely manner by competing delivery orders amongst a limited group of highly qualified GSE fabricators for a five year ordering period.  Selection of this group will be based on best value trade-offs between relevant experience/past performance and price factors with relevant experience/past performance being significantly more important than price.  Each IDIQ contract will be awarded by Categories of GSE as follows based on the Category an offeror wishes to propose and be considered for:

Category A – Fluids GSE

Category B – Mechanical GSE

Category C – Electrical GSE

Each IDIQ contract will have a minimum value of $5,000 which represents the minimum value of the work the Government is required to order under the contract.  The maximum value of each IDIQ contract and the maximum contract value of all IDIQ contracts under this program will be $400 million.

Multiple awards will be made in the following categories: Fluids GSE, Mechanical GSE and Electrical GSE.  Offerors may propose on one or more categories.  Only those contractors awarded a contract for a specific category will be provided a fair opportunity to be considered for the award of delivery orders in their respective categories. The delivery order placement process will provide for a “sealed bid’ type process where low price wins; however, the delivery ordering process will allow the contracting officer to consider past performance on earlier orders under the contract (including timeliness and quality), past performance on other relevant and recent projects, potential impact on other orders placed with the contractor, and minimum order requirements when making delivery order award.  The delivery schedules for each order will vary depending on the scope, urgency of the requirement, and other applicable factors as determined during the design phase of the projects.  The specific projects to be ordered will be detailed in the project drawings and specifications as attachments to delivery order solicitations.

This acquisition is set-aside 100% for small businesses.  Only offers from those firms representing themselves as small businesses will be accepted.   The NAICS code for this procurement is 339999 and the small business size standard is 500 employees respectively.

In accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart 4.1104 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) Subpart 1804.7400, all prospective contractors must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) System prior to award of a contract. Contractors are required to self-register and update the database annually.  The preferred and most expedient method for registration is by registering electronically through the following website address:

This RFP follows the uniform contract format outlined in Table 15-1 of FAR 15.204-1.  Potential offerors are requested to pay special attention to Sections K, L, and M of the Draft RFP as they contain important information relative to this acquisition.

(b)  Section L, entitled “Instructions, Conditions, and Notices to Offerors or 

                  Respondents” contains information and instructions on the preparation and


      submission of proposals.


(c)  Section M, entitled “Evaluation Factors for Award” identifies the criteria  that  
      the Government will utilize to evaluate proposals.
There have been minor changes in the RFP since the Draft RFP was released for industry comment.  Attached to the RFP is a list of changes from the DRFP to the Final RFP.  Offerors are on notice that the list of changes is not an all inclusive list of changes that have been incorporated into the RFP.  Offerors should consider the RFP as a completely new document and should not assume it contains the same information as previously released.

Oral questions will not be accepted.  Questions or comments shall be submitted by February 14, 2008.   If  questions are submitted, the Government will answer them and post the questions and answers on the NASA Acquisition Internet Service (NAIS).  Any questions that result in changes to the RFP will be communicated through an amendment to the RFP that will be posted on the NAIS website.  It is the offeror’s responsibility to monitor the NAIS website for any announcements relative to this acquisition.

Offerors must submit proposals to the Central Industry Assistance Office (CIAO), 7110 N. Courtenay Pkwy, Merritt Island, FL 32953 in accordance with RFP Provision L.3, “Delivery Instructions for Bids/Proposals”.  Proposals must be received before 3:00 P.M. February 28, 2008.  Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals shall be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors-Competitive Acquisitions.”

Appendix L.3 contains the Delivery Order project packages that includes specifications and drawings for each of the respective categories that will be awarded.  Offerors are required to submit a separate price proposal for each delivery order that they wish to be considered for award.  Complete block 17 of the Form OF347 for each project that your firm wishes to be considered.  After selection of the contractors, award of these delivery orders will be made to the firms that submitted the lowest priced, technically acceptable proposal in their respective category.
The information provided in this cover letter is not intended to be construed differently from the information in the RFP.  Should an apparent conflict in the interpretation exist, the information in the RFP should be considered to take precedence.

This solicitation neither commits the Government to pay any costs incurred in the submission of the offer or in making necessary studies or designs for preparing the offer, nor to contract for services or supplies.  Any cost incurred in anticipation of a contract shall be at the offeror’s own risk.
