FACILITIES PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT – Non-Fee Bearing
The purpose of the Michoud Assembly Facility (MAF) Manufacturing Support and Facilities Operations Contract (MSFOC) is to provide mission-focused integrated production and facility operation support to National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Projects and other on-site user(s)/tenant(s) during a period of time when MAF is transforming from a single project, single-prime contractor facility to a multi-project, multi-prime contractor facility.  This support as described in this Attachment J-2, Facilities PWS includes providing the following activities on a non-fee bearing basis: procurement and rehabilitation of contractor acquired property, payment of utilities, construction of local projects, environmental compliance and restoration, construction of facilities, preliminary engineering reports and facility special studies.

The Contractor shall recognize that property furnished by the Government will be provided to the Contractor and the Contractor is accountable for that property.  The Contractor will be reimbursed under this Attachment J-2 Facilities PWS for transporting, installing, modifying, repairing, or otherwise making the property ready for use.
 NOTE:  Effort in this Attachment J-2, Facilities PWS is not part of Mission Services and if determined appropriate, will be authorized by an IDIQ task. 
1.0 Contractor Acquired Property:

Scope
:

The Contractor shall acquire, fabricate, and install such plant equipment entitled, “Contractor Acquired Property,” (CAP) as identified in Attachment J-9, Contractor Acquired Property.  All CAP in excess of $25,000 will be approved by the Contracting Officer on an item-by-item basis, prior to any acquisition.  The latest requirements for CAP will be reported quarterly.  The NASA CO quarterly reports, which list equipment procurements by quarter, will be referenced in Attachment J-9.  Contracting Officer approval of quarterly report requirements constitutes the authority to purchase those items.  
2.0 Rehabilitation of CAP:

Scope:

The Contractor shall rehabilitate CAP.   Contractor Acquired Property rehabilitation projects shall be approved by the Contracting Officer prior to the start of each project.  

3.0 Payment of Utilities:

Scope:

The Contractor shall provide for the direct payment of all utility expenses incurred at the MAF beginning December 1, 2008 through September 30, 2011.  For those expenses in which MAF tenants are required to pay a portion of the expense (electricity, water, natural gas, and fuel) the Contractor will maintain accounting records that reflect the level of consumption for each tenant.

4.0 Construction of Local Projects:

Scope:

The Contractor shall provide the services and supplies for the installation, modification, and additions to existing real property and installed property provided to the contractor at MAF needed to carry out the PWS as identified in Section 10, Attachment J-1, Performance Work Statement.  These projects will be subcontracted and does not fit the CoF Construction criteria defined as a project with a value greater than $500,000.  Items so furnished shall be listed and reported as Modification and Construction of Real and Installed Property, pursuant to Section 7.1, Attachment J-1, Performance Work Statement.

5.0  Environmental Compliance and Restoration:

Scope:

The Contractor shall provide the services and supplies for the installation, modification and additions to existing environmental related real property needed to carry out the PWS as identified in Section 9.0, Attachment J-1 Performance Work Statement. These projects will be funded through the MSFC Environmental Office and does comply with the CoF funding criteria and limitations.  Items so furnished shall be listed and reported as Modification and Construction of Real and Installed Property, pursuant to Section 8.0, Attachment J-1 Performance Work Statement.

6.0 Construction of Facilities:

Scope:

The Contractor shall provide the services and supplies for the installation, modification and additions to existing real property and installed property provided to the Contractor needed to carry out the PWS as identified in Section 10.0, Attachment J-1 Performance Work Statement. These projects will be subcontracted and fits the CoF Construction criteria defined as a project with a value greater than $500,000. Items so furnished shall be listed and reported as Modification and Construction of Real and Installed Property, pursuant to Section 7.1, Attachment J-1 Performance Work Statement.
7.0 Preliminary Engineering Reports (PER):

Scope:

The Contractor shall perform Preliminary Engineering Reports (PER) that are necessary, prior to the initiation of CoF design or site investigation of construction projects in order to further define (a) project requirements; (b) justification; (c) construction approach and (d) budgetary estimates.

8.0 Facility Support Studies:

Scope:

The Contractor shall perform those facility support studies that are identified by the government.  Facility Support Studies are studies that must be performed prior to the initiation of design or site investigation of unusual construction/environmental projects in order to determine (a) the condition of MAF’s infrastructure, (b) further define any facility project requirements, (c) provide higher fidelity budgetary estimates and/or (d) MAF project requirements driven by environmental law or regulations (environmental studies applicability only).
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
