To facilitate security clearances and badging for your participants, include the following information with your e-mail:  full names of participants, company name, position/title, driver’s license number and state of issuance, and citizenship.  Due to increased security at the MSFC, attendees are cautioned to include sufficient time to clear security, obtain parking, and be properly badged (person and vehicle) to ensure arrival at the briefing by 1:00 p.m.  Security checks will be performed at the Redstone Arsenal Visitor Center located outside of Gate 9 on Research Park Boulevard.  You must provide your driver’s license, vehicle registration, and proof of vehicle insurance to obtain vehicle passes and badges.  No escorts will be provided.  There is a limit of five (5) attendees per potential offeror (NO exceptions).  Foreign Nationals will not be admitted.

Government technical and business personnel will provide a presentation on solicitation requirements.  At the end of the overview and/or tour, potential offerors will have the opportunity to submit written 
questions.

Site inspection may be accomplished only in connection with the Industry Briefing and Site Visit specified above.

Attendance at the Industry Briefing and Site Visit is recommended; however, it is not required nor a 
prerequisite for proposal submission and will not be considered a factor in the evaluation.
