The scope of work under the Space Communications and Network Services (SCNS) procurement is for support services for the NASA Space and Ground Networks.  The SCNS contract will provide support to multiple NASA centers as well as other Government agencies, public and private, domestic and foreign.  This procurement is a full and open competitive procurement.  The NAICS code is 517919, Size Standard $23M.  This competitive procurement will result in a hybrid cost-plus-award-fee contract with a core requirement and an indefinite delivery indefinite quantity (IDIQ) requirement.  This contract will have a period of performance/effective ordering period of five-years and three-months from the award date of the contract plus two one-year option periods.  The Core requirement contains a 90 calendar day phase-in period which is expected to commence on or about July 9, 2008.
A Pre-Solicitation Conference was held on December 7, 2007 at NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center.  The presentation slides and attendees list have already been posted to the NASA Acquisition Internet Services (NAIS) posting site for this procurement.  Site visits were held subsequent to the Pre-Solicitation Conference at NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC), NASA’s White Sands Complex (WSC), and NASA’s Merritt Island Launch Annex on December 7th, 11th, and 19th respectively.  Presentation Slides for these sites visits have also been posted to the NAIS posting site for this procurement.    
The RFP includes, by reference, provision 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors—Competitive Acquisition (Jan 2004), which states that the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1815, if the Contracting Officer determines them to be necessary.

Offerors and any proposed significant subcontractor(s) shall forward the enclosed Performance Evaluation Questionnaire to the references described in provision L.16 of the solicitation.

Please note that the RFP contains only minor changes from the Draft Request for Proposal (DRFP).  The changes are a result of comments received from Industry and internal reviews performed by the Center.  All questions and comments received from Industry were thoroughly evaluated and the Final RFP was updated as appropriate.   In addition to the questions and answers which described anticipated changes in the Final RFP, the following narrative highlights some of the other changes from the DRFP.  It is not intended to cover all changes nor describe all RFP requirements.  Offerors should carefully review the final RFP in its entirety.

1) The definition of a Major Subcontractor throughout the RFP has been increased from $7M to $25M.

2) L.16 (a) has been revised to distinguish, between the Prime Contractor and Major Subcontractor, the value threshold for submission of relevant past performance.  The Prime Contractor is now required to submit past performance information for contracts with a value of at least $50M within the last 3 years.   Major Subcontractors are now required to submit past performance information for contracts with a value of at least $10M within the last 3 years.

3) DRD 1.5-b, entitled Equipment Availability Report, was added in Attachment B – Contract Data Requirements List

4) The cost realism point adjustment table provided in M.4 section 3 was revised.
5) The order of the subfactor evaluation criteria in Section M.4 has been reordered to more closely mirror the order of the Mission Suitability subfactor proposal instructions provided in L.14.
6) RTO #1 has undergone a revision, including a change of scope and a reduction in the period of performance
7) The NENS average unburden direct labor rates have been posted to the SCNS Procurement Library.
8) Enclosure 5 - Government Provided Position Descriptions – IDIQ has been revised to provide clarification in several position descriptions.
Please make note of Provision L.17, Proposal Marking and Delivery, for allowing sufficient time for security measures.  Late proposals will not be accepted.  Your proposal must be signed by an official authorized to bind the company and must contain a statement that the proposal is firm for at least 245 calendar days from the date of initial submission.  Your proposal is due no later than 2:00 p.m., EST, on February 15, 2008.
