Statement of Work for Aluminum, Plastic and Glass Recycling Support at the Kennedy Space Center (KSC)
Scope of Work


The Contractor shall furnish all materials, equipment, labor and supervision necessary to collect; load, transport and recycle used aluminum cans, plastic bottles and glass containers from KSC.  The Contractor shall be responsible for delivery, maintenance and relocation of recycling containers and equipment on KSC, throughout the contract period.  Revenue generated from the sale of the collected commodities shall be credited to KSC.
Statement of Work

Initial Container Deployment


The Contractor shall initially deploy and stage within 30 days from date of award of contract, approximately 325 interior recycling container stations, which will be provided by NASA-KSC Environmental Program Branch (EPB), throughout various facilities/buildings located at KSC (Attachment 1).  These facilities/buildings vary in size and proximity, from one to seven miles apart.  When necessary, locations and/or containers may be added or deleted by mutual consent of both parties. 
Collection/Pickup

The Contractor shall collect aluminum cans, plastic bottles and glass containers from approximately 325 interior recycling collection container stations (which contain two or three multi-units per station location) located throughout a variety of facilities/buildings at KSC, and from two outside containers placed at KARS Park I north-east end of main pavilion area’s one and two (located approximately 5 miles south of KSC) and one outside container placed at KARS Park II south-east end of pavilion area (on KSC property at Kennedy Parkway and State Road 3). 

The Contractor shall empty the recycling container stations on a recurring basis with a minimum pickup required once a week, a minimum of 50 weeks per year. NASA-KSC EPB will establish an on-call schedule for any remote areas owned by KSC which require servicing by the Contractor 3-4 times per month to a maximum of 6 times per month .  The Contractor shall also be required to deviate from established schedules as required by the NASA-KSC EPB to occasionally support various Center-wide events/functions.


The Contractor shall respond to the telephone, fax or E-mail requests from NASA-KSC EPB personnel within two (2) working days.  Authorized requests for pickup will be issued from the NASA Environmental Program Branch, Mail Code TA-C3, Building M7-355, Room 5218, at the Kennedy Space Center, FL, 3-4 times per month to a maximum of 6 times per month.  Any requests emanating from other KSC offices (other than NASA-KSC Procurement office) are not authorized and shall not be recognized as a valid request.  The Contractor shall recommend to all unauthorized requestors at KSC that they must address their request to the NASA Environmental Program Branch, Mail Code TA-C3, Building M7-355 Room 5218 or 321-867-8454/867-3305/867-8455.


Within the multi-unit recycling stations, the used aluminum and plastic materials will be commingled and the glass containers will be placed in the second/subsequent compartments of the multi-unit stations.  The Contractor shall provide necessary equipment to remove recyclable commodities from the interior recycling collection stations to the exterior of each facility for the purpose of transporting the commodities for sale to an off-site recycling facility.  

The Contractor shall provide heavy duty, 3-mil trash liners for all recycling containers.  These liners will be replaced each time the recycling containers are emptied.  All spills caused by this activity will be cleaned up by the Contractor and all recycling containers shall be kept free of odor, holes, vermin, or foreign matter that might cause injury, or stain flooring, furniture or clothing. Replacement/additional interior recycling containers shall be provided by NASA-KSC EPB as needed. 

Loading and Transportation of Recyclable Commodities

The Contractor shall make all arrangements necessary to load, and transport the recycling commodities for off-site recycling.  Collection, removal, delivery, pickup, and loading of recyclable materials shall not be performed on Saturdays, Sundays, Federal holidays, or any day that the facility where the property is located is closed, unless authorized in writing by NASA-KSC EPB.  The Contractor must remove all quantities reported for pickup by NASA-KSC and the Contractor shall provide all necessary labor for loading and removal of the commodities.  The Government will not load nor will NASA-KSC personnel be used for removal of the commodities.   

  
The Contractor shall sell the used aluminum cans, plastic bottles and glass commodities for recycling purposes only.  
Rejection of Recycling

In the event the Contractor refuses to collect or process the used recyclable commodities due to contamination of materials, and the level of contamination is above 30%; the Contractor shall notify the NASA-KSC EPB personnel immediately by telephone, followed by a letter of confirmation, within two (2) working days of the rejection.   NASA-KSC will provide assistance in the proper disposal of these contaminated used commodities.
Required Reports

The Contractor will provide reports detailing the area or facility of pick up, amount collected and date of pickup from each recycling multi-station container.  (Attachment 2)
Payment

The Contractor shall collect and weigh each commodity separately and provide to the NASA-KSC Contracting Officer/EPB personnel a monthly detailed billing price per pound/ton for each type of material collected during that month (Attachment 3).  Aluminum cans (UBC) shall be billed at the current London Metal Exchange, Scrap Post published UBC price per month billed.  Plastic drink containers shall be billed at the published mill price for mixed plastic bottles (numbers 1-7).  Glass must be separated into two categories (green and brown mixed together and clear).  The Contractor shall also furnish a monthly invoice to the NASA-KSC Contracting Officer/EPB personnel for services rendered during that month based on the invoice date.  Revenue generated from the sale of the collected commodities shall be credited to KSC.

Period of Performance:  The base period will be from approximately July 1, 2008, through July 30, 2009, with four additional one-year option periods.
