More info on comet/small body sample return instruments -

The up to 1,000 kg payload mass given in the POD includes that total of all instruments that would be flown, as well as the reentry capsule and sample gathering equipment.  All other flight hardware would be defined by the POD partner. Payload mass was the only quantitative payload characteristic given in the POD, because it was felt to be the main mission driver, given the high SEP delta V's and accelerations that are required to support a sample return mission to some candidate comets/asteroids in the 90 to 180 month mission lifetime given in the POD.
As also stated in the POD, the optimal mix of techniques and instrumentation will be assessed later in the study, therefore the POD did not provide an estimate of the breakout of this payload between the SEP carrier and lander.

Similarly volume requirements for the instruments were not given because they will depend on the particular mix of instruments selected.  Moreover, the envelopes of the elements of the payload are not considered as much of a mission driver as its total mass.

Because the comet/asteroid is typically surveyed from relatively short distances (i.e. low altitude orbits), the pointing requirements were also not considered to constitute a mission driver.

Power requirements for instruments on the SEP carrier were not addressed as they were estimated to be significantly less than those for the ion engines, which were not considered to have to be thrusting while the instruments were being operated.

Lander instrument power was not estimated because the two lander power solutions given in the POD (solar arrays & batteries or ASRG) are expected to lead to different instrument suites and different operations.  In any event, lander instrument power requirements are not considered to be a significant mission driver.

Other –

A sample return or collection subsystem or design would not be too small a subsystem to propose, however it may be outside the areas that the sample return team was looking for partners on through this POD, at this time.
