Questions and Answers #2
52. Q:  Are there any noise restrictions inside the cylinder (ventilation system, lights, etc)? 
A:  Yes, there are specific sound level criteria that shall be met for inside the cylinder. The sound levels inside the “cylinder” are expected to meet a noise criteria (NC) 50 level for each frequency. Please review the attached file with subject FRM-HIS-017 Recommended Noise Criteria. The contractor shall demonstrate that this requirement is met in the final delivered product.   

At NASA JSC we use the widely accepted “Beranek” noise criterion curves for noise levels in indoor environments. The NC50 standard is considered acceptable for open office and testing environments. Testing, lab and computer room environments at JSC are built to this guideline. While these levels are more conservative than the OSHA and NASA standards, they are more appropriate for the expected use of this hardware.  
53. Q: Will this chamber be exempt from ADA accessibility requirements?  The specified footprint doesn’t seem to leave room for a ramp.  
A:  ADA compliance is not required at this time.
54. Q: Section C - Item 12. Railing for landing and stairs (Page 8) & Section C - Item 21. Rectangular Volume (Page 9) Does the Rectangular volume (length of 32ft.in) include adequate space for the EVA Tool Stowage Unit/Ramp at the 1st door exit and the Landing/Stairs at the 2nd door exit to meet the OSHA Requirements? Is the intent of the government to meet ADA (Slope) compliance requirements for the Ramp?  
A:  ADA compliance is not required at this time.
