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Block 14., Description of Amendment
The purpose of this amendment is to advise the potential proposers of the following:

Remove and dispose of two NASH pumps and motors, adjacent piping and valves, transformer, switchgear and related electrical devices, at the Arc Jet complex at Ames Research Center. The Arc Jet complex is located at Boyd Road and Mark Avenue. See the attached layout drawing dated June 17, 2008 and the attached photos.

A:
The NASH (vacuum) pumps (2), are model #CL-14002G, with capacities of 14100 acfm; suction of 22” mercury; BHP is 553; see attached figure 3. The pump motors (2) are Westinghouse, Life-Line 600 HP. 

B:
Remove and dispose of transformer T178 and adjacent primary and secondary switchgear. T178 is a Balteau Standard, Inc. 150 KVA transformer; total weight is 7900 lbs with 280 gal. of non-PCB oil. Drain oil into GFE furnished barrels for disposal by the government. Remove and dispose of pump control panels, breakers, conduit, etc. see attached C.G.I. System drawing.

C:
Pull underground conductors from one 4” conduit between DI water pump substation and transformer pad at T178. Conductors are 3 (#2/0) EPR type. Conductors will be disconnected by others at the pump substation. Protect and cap conduit stubup for future use.

D:
Remove and dispose of associated return and suction piping, mufflers, and pipe supports. The 28” return (stage 6 pipe) is to be removed to the top of the evacuator plenum at the flanged connection; install salvaged blind flange at evacuator. The 18” diameter suction is to be cut, trimed, and capped with a ¼” plate and welded, at the horizontal run before the vertical rise. The 6” drain is to be cut and capped  12” from the sump. Install unistrut angled bracing (2 places) to support overhead conduit runs  where other supports have been removed.

All painted surfaces are assumed to contain lead based paint. All tie-ins are to be performed during off hours when the Arc Jet facility is not running.

The surrounding chain link fence is to be replaced after all demolition work. This scope does not include the demolition of concrete foundations. 

This Option Item will be awarded only if Option Item #4, Removal of Sphere 5, is awarded.
