The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror on a LOW PRICE TECHNICALLY ACCEPTABLE basis:  Selection and award will be made to the lowest priced, technically acceptable offeror, with acceptable past performance, and the ability to meet the delivery date listed below.  Technical acceptability will be determined by a review of the information submitted by the offeror providing a description in sufficient detail to show that the product offered meets the Government's requirement (see Specifications, Attachment A, dated July 25, 2008).  It is critical that offerors provide adequate detail to allow evaluation of their offer.  
Technical acceptability
Review will be based upon the ability of the offer to satisfy the requirements set forth in the advertised Liquid Methane Roadable Dewar Procurement specification.  The specifications includes a section called Submittals.  This section requires relevant documentation with regard to items such as data/analysis, design calculation, shop fabrication drawings, manufacturer’s catalog information, data construction procedures, reports, and code and material certifications.  The ability of the offer to address the submittal specification shall be considered.

Deliverability
In order to meet government mission milestones, the offeror must be able to deliver this product before November 7, 2008.

Past performance

The government maintains the right to determine past performance by requiring that the offeror provide a list of past and current clients representing similar products.  This is to be included with the quote.  The list shall include client name, phone number, address, point of contact, and a description of the product supplied to that client.  The government shall contact these clients to establish relevant past performance. The government shall not be responsible if a client is unresponsive.  Such a situation shall be considered a negative client response.
