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1.  Contractors were allowed open access to all areas where work is to be performed.  Contractors were permitted to examine the area, take measurements and pictures. 

2.  Requirement overview from combined synopsis/solicitation.
Clarification:  Each separate section (three sections) of windows to have three panels (every two windows get a panel).  Each separate panel is to have both blackout and sunscreen panels.  
Questions and answers:

1.  Are the panels to go behind the existing structural supports?  

Yes, all windows are to have electric roller shades and contractors are to note any special conditions necessary to attain black out conditions.

2.  Where is the location of the power panel?

Power panel is to be located in the northwest corner of the adjacent room (as shown during site visit).  
3.  Is the ceiling plenum rated?
The ceiling has independent returns.
