
Ground Systems and Mission Operations (GSMO) 
Request for Information (RFI) Update
NASA Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) is providing information to potential offerors for the Mission Operations and Mission Services (MOMS) follow-on contract.  The follow-on contract’s new name is Ground Systems and Mission Operations (GSMO). Any inquiries about the follow-on to MOMS should use the new name.  A number of Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests are being submitted to GSFC for Task Order Statement of Works (SOWs).  In an effort to provide information to potential offerors who are expressing interest in this procurement, an attachment is posted with this update providing instructions for access to these documents.  
There are housekeeping rules applicable for this process.  Account Access approval is limited to three (3) applications from each potential offeror’s organization.       
In reviewing the Task Order SOWs, please be aware that not all MOMS tasks may be in scope of the GSMO as it currently is drafted such as Flight Dynamics, Information Services and Mission Operations Communications Support and some Software Engineering Support. 
 A gentle reminder, “no solicitation exists; therefore, do not request a copy of this solicitation.  If a solicitation is released it will be synopsized in FedBizOpps and on the NASA Acquisition Internet Service.  It is the potential offeror’s responsibility to monitor these sites for the release of any solicitation or synopsis”.
