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Question 63
I have a concern with the revised evaluation criteria for 'Cost Realism.' We feel that we can demonstrate cost savings and efficiencies through automation and COTS tools, but that there is no place this would get reflected in the cost evaluation of the RTOs nor the staffing model.
The Government will evaluate the proposed cost for the FDSS procurement using the model set forth in the RFP. It has been determined that this model is most appropriate considering the IDIQ nature of the contract. However, any efficiencies or innovations proposed will be captured under the Mission Suitability Factor and evaluated accordingly.
Question 64

If it is of benefit to the Government, can existing GSFC licenses for COTS software be used by the off-site analyst to support the FDSS contract? This could result in a substantial cost savings to GSFC.
No existing Government–owned COTS licenses will be made available for FDSS off-site analyst support.
