Representative Task Order #1
MULTIMEDIA APPLICATIONS
BACKGROUND:  The Exploration Systems Mission requires multimedia applications to engage the general public in the excitement of exploration. Public users come to the NASA web site and like to establish a personal connection with NASA through interacting with NASA content. These applications allow users to view and interact with specific NASA exploration activities.

OBJECTIVE:  To provide Adobe Flash based applications that allow general public users to interact with NASA Exploration content. Sample applications include, but are not limited to:

Application 1: An application that allows users to upload and manipulate a picture which is inserted into a dancing astronaut in a user selectable scene. After watching the video, the user can e-mail the link to friends for them to watch.

Application 2: An application that graphically shows the history of NASA exploration activities.

SCOPE OF WORK:  The contractor shall design, code, test and deploy the applications based on content (text, images and video) and basic outline provided by NASA. The Contractor shall meet all NASA security and federal accessibility requirements.

DELIVERABLES:  The following deliverables shall be submitted for this task order:

1. Project plans, financial plans (with commitment, obligation and costing timelines) within 7 days prior to the start of this task.

2. Monthly progress reports establishing metrics and demonstrating progress meeting task objectives, due by the last day of the month. 

3. Presentation/demonstration of the applications as they are developed.

4. Functioning applications deployed to the general public.

5. All source code provided in an electronic format.

GOVERNMENT FURNISHED EQUIPMENT/INFORMATION:  No Government Furnished Equipment will be provided.  NASA will provide access to task-related information.

TRAVEL:  Travel is not required.

PLACE OF PERFORMANCE:  The contractor shall provide services from the contractor’s office.

CONFERENCE REGISTRATION APPLICATION

BACKGROUND:  NASA hosts a number of conferences, workshops, Industry Days and other meetings that require attendees to register. In general organizers are responsible for all of the logistics for the particular meeting, including registration and any system used to by attendees to submit registration information. Many organizers to not have access to an electronic systems other than e-mail, to gather registrations.

OBJECTIVE:  To provide NASA customers with a customizable registration system that will allow organizers to configure the registration system from a menu of preset choices through an administrative interface. 

SCOPE OF WORK:  The Contractor shall design, code, test and deploy the conference registration application available to the general public based on a requirements document provided by NASA. The contractor shall work with NASA to refine the requirements document. The Contractor shall meet all NASA security and federal accessibility requirements.

DELIVERABLES:  The following deliverables shall be submitted for this task order:

1. Project plan, financial plan (with commitment, obligation and costing timelines) within 7 days prior to the start of this task.

2. Weekly progress reports establishing metrics and demonstrating progress meeting task objectives, due by the last day of the week. 

3. Presentation/demonstration of the application as it is developed.

4. A functioning application deployed to the general public.

5. All source code provided in an electronic format.

NASA SCIENCE DATA MASHUP APPLICATION

BACKGROUND:  NASA has within its science programs significant amounts of data that are hosted at various locations throughout the Agency. These data are often used by members of the general public, academic institutions, and non/for profit organizations for interesting and novel new ways. In general there are W3C standard web service interfaces to these data and data sets that allow their consumption and reuse in mashup applications.

OBJECTIVE:  To provide the general public with interesting and engaging mashups using NASA science data set(s) and other publically available services provided by organizations such as Google and Yahoo.

SCOPE OF WORK:  The Contractor shall design, code, test and deploy mashup applications using these available services and deploy them to the general public based on a requirements document provided by NASA. The contractor shall work with NASA to refine the requirements document. The Contractor shall meet all NASA security and federal accessibility requirements.

DELIVERABLES:  The following deliverables shall be submitted for this task order:

1. Project plan, financial plan (with commitment, obligation and costing timelines) within 7 days prior to the start of this task.

2. Monthly progress reports establishing metrics and demonstrating progress meeting task objectives, due by the last day of the week. 

3. Presentation/demonstration of the applications as they are developed.

4. A functioning application deployed to the general public.

5. All source code provided in an electronic format.
