1) Is the $35 million total mission cost for just the dust chemical reactivity instrument subsystem or is this for an entire mission including things such as a lander?

           -As specified by the SALMON AO, $35 million is the entire mission cost

2) What portion of the $35 million is allotted to the L-SAHD development?

             -This information is TBD - however less than 20%, ROM.

3) Do you have any technical requirements for the L-SAHD related to the type of sample (i.e. volume req'd, additional processing, etc.)?

-We require 1.5 grams of sub-250 um lunar regolith to be picked up off the lunar surface and delivered into the instrument.

4) What sort of handling and distribution requirements are there? Is the system simply dropping off a sample to a TBD instrument or does it need to cache multiple sample for later analysis?

-We require the dust be divided into 10 mg +/- 5% aliquots and delivered uniformly into 45 sample wells.
