Department of Labor Wage Determination FL080017, dated 09/19/2008, is applicable to this IFB and is provided as an attachment. 
All contractors desiring consideration for contract awards with KSC are required to register in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) and are also required to register in the Federal On-Line Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA).  As of 1 January 2005, the Federal Acquisition Circular 2001-26 to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) requires that contractors use the ORCA.  ORCA is a Federal-wide web based system that centralizes and standardizes the collection, storage, and viewing of many of the contractor representations and certifications required by the FAR prior to the execution of contracts.  This change represents a conversion of a paper-based process to a more efficient electronic process to obtain representations and certifications.
