The NASA/SSC Office of Procurement intends to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to perform Information and Technical Services at the John C. Stennis Space Center.  
The work to be performed under this requirement is all necessary managerial and technical expertise to support Information and Technical Services (ITS) at National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Stennis Space Center (SSC).  Requirements will include providing services to NASA, resident agencies, on-site Contractors and on-site commercial tenants.  The Contractor shall provide a broad range of information and technical services in the following areas: Information and Technical Support Services; Technology Support Services; Applied Science and Technology Services; Future Requirements Additions (Cable Plant Services, Analog Cable Television, Radio Services, Telephone Services, and Custom Data Services)
The Government is contemplating the award of a performance-based, Cost-Plus-Incentive Fee contract with a basic period of two years, with three one-year option periods.

This procurement is a total small business set-aside. See Note 1. 

The NAICS Code and Size Standard are 541512 and $25M, respectively
A draft RFP was released on July 2, 2009 which allowed industry until July 23, 2009 to comment or ask questions concerning any aspect of the solicitation.  

As a result of the comments received, the RFP may be revised and should be formally released to industry on or about August 7, 2009 with proposals due on or about September 8, 2009.

Past Performance data will be requested to be submitted one week prior to the anticipated proposal due date.  These dates are preliminary and specific dates will be included with the documents when they are released.  The Government anticipates that contract performance, after a Phase-In period, will begin March 1, 2010.
The Government does not intend to acquire a commercial item using FAR Part 12. See Note 26.

All responsible small business sources may submit a proposal which shall be considered by the agency. 
The solicitation (RFP) and any related documents will only be issued electronically.  They will be available over the Internet.  These documents will reside on a World-Wide Web (WWW) server, which may be accessed using a WWW browser application.
