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	1.The purpose of this amendment is to make the following changes to the Government plug numbers for RTO #4. The RTOs 1 and 3 for this Request for Proposal (RFP) represent less than 10% of the value of overall missions that typically occur in a 5 year period; however, RTO #4 represents 100% of the hardware typically procured over a 5 year period.  To be more representative of the Government’s requirement, RTO #4 has been amended to be proportional to the mission RTOs.   These numbers are found in the RFP in Section L, page 138 and in the RTO #4.   The new numbers are as follows:

IV. Cost Volume:  
When preparing cost estimates and populating Attachment F, Offerors are encouraged to allocate personnel as direct charges to Mission Task Orders wherever it is possible to identify their labor efforts as directly supporting a specific Mission Task Order (with the exception of labor effort expended during the Mission Initiation Conference to Requirements Definition Meeting phase of the mission as described in the following paragraph).  This would include not only labor expended to meet Statement of Work Sections 2 through 4 requirements but also labor categories such as mission management, safety and quality assurance, systems engineering, and any other labor for Statement of Work Section 1 requirements readily identifiable to a specific Mission Task Order.  Offerors are further directed to include all labor necessary for completing Mission Task Orders as either direct labor in Section 5 of Attachment F or as Indirect Labor in Section 2 of Attachment F.  The only negotiation of labor hours for NSROC personnel on a Mission Task Order will be via the variance factor, which shall be applied consistently to all labor categories for the applicable Mission Complexity Level.  Similarly, all labor necessary for completing Performance Task Orders shall be identified as direct labor in Section 1 and Section 4 of Attachment F or as Indirect Labor in Section 2 of Attachment F.  This paragraph clarifies and supplements RFP instructions and clauses.

The Government will not issue any task order for labor charges incurred during the Mission    Initiation Conference to Requirements Definition Meeting phase of any mission.  Mission Task Orders for individual missions will not be issued until after all requirements for this phase of the mission have been completed.  Since there will be no contractual mechanism (i.e. task order) available for capturing charges for this phase of missions as direct labor, it is the Government’s intention that the NSROC II contractor capture charges for this phase of all missions as indirect labor attributable to Statement of Work Section 1 requirements (and included in Section 2 of Attachment F).  This paragraph clarifies and supplements RFP instructions and clauses.
Offerors are reminded that the information contained in Attachment F shall be reflected consistently throughout the Offeror’s proposal, wherever provided, and shall be utilized exclusively for pricing all Representative Task Orders without modification, except as allowed for by the utilization of variance factors for specific missions.  Any proposed variance factor for a Representative Task Order mission shall be applied uniformly to all labor categories contained within the Mission Complexity Level applicable to the specific mission for which a variance is proposed.
Offerors are reminded that no Performance Task Orders (PTOs) will be issued to fund support for any of the requirements of Statement of Work (SOW) Section 1 with the exception of those that will 
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be issued for the acquisition, receipt, inspection, test, and acceptance into inventory of program 
supplies (this includes both externally purchased and in-house manufactured stock items); for the refurbishment of hardware, components, and standard subsystems as described in Section 1.2.5 of the SOW; and for Phase in (separate contract vehicle) and Phase out activities as described in SOW Sections 1.1.1.1 and 1.1.1.2 respectively.  The costs associated with all other requirements of SOW Section 1 (with the exception of those readily identifiable to a specific Mission Task Order as described in paragraph 1 above) are to be considered Program Management and Administrative Support expenses for the contract and allocated against Mission and Performance Task Orders in accordance with the contractor’s established accounting system.  While Section 6.0 of the SOW indicates that PTOs may be issued to the NSROC contractor to provide a variety of support services (some of which are similar to those required under SOW Section 1) there is no intention to do so for any of these services necessary for the routine implementation of the contract except as noted above.  The purpose of the language in Section 6 of the SOW is to allow for the issuance of PTOs to provide support for requirements over-and-above those routinely required under SOW Section 1 and for requirements of other customers of the Sounding Rockets Program.  Examples for which a PTO may be issued could include management activities for a mobile launch range facility implemented to conduct a sounding rockets remote launch campaign or services for a reimbursable customer outside of the Sounding Rockets Program.  Offerors are again reminded that no PTOs will be issued for the routine operation and maintenance of any Government furnished facilities or equipment utilized for fabrication, inspection, testing, or other activity routinely required for implementation of the Sounding Rockets Program.
Per Section L.14 of the Cost Proposal Volume, Offerors were asked to propose unburdened direct labor rates for all labor categories in Attachment F Section 1.  Please ensure that  Attachment F, Section 1 is prepared so as to include unburdened labor rates for all labor categories.

Please ensure that the page containing the Variance Factor instructions and table (RFP Attachment F, Page 8 of 9) is included in the revised proposal submission.

In the cost proposal, Government-provided material plug numbers represent the base cost of the materials only.  The Government material plug numbers do not include indirect costs or fees involved in the procurement of these items.  Offerors should separately propose all indirect costs, target incentive fees, and other costs/fees related to this procurement activity in the revised proposal submission.

In order for the Government to assess the Offeror’s understanding of the resources required to successfully perform the work in the Representative Task Orders, the Government requests that Offerors’ labor categories proposed in Attachment F, Sections 1, 4, & 5 coincide with, and be clearly identifiable to, specific position descriptions as provided in Attachment F, Section 6. 
Per Section L.14 of the Cost Proposal Volume, “all pricing and estimating techniques shall be clearly  explained in detail (projections, rates, ratios, percentages, factors, etc.) and shall support the proposed costs in such a manner that audit, computation, and verification can be accomplished.”  Offerors shall provide a detailed Basis of Estimate for all projections, rates,
