Attached for your consideration and comment is the draft solicitation for the NSROC II Sounding Rocket services procurement.  The procurement will provide support services for the NASA Sounding Rocket Program Office. The overall scope of services provided for NSROC II includes operations and maintenance; support services; training; command, control, communications, information and computer systems services; testing, modifying and installing communications and electronic systems at launch facilities, launch control centers and test facilities; and range technology development engineering services.  This effort provides direct customer support to NASA’s Wallops Flight Facility (WFF) by providing qualified personnel, equipment, tools, materials, vehicles, supervision, and other services.  NASA’s WFF requires an innovative, integrated, flexible and effective management approach and the contractor must provide technical support in a planned and coordinated manner which will ensure essential NSROC II support systems are ready to support user requirements, and cause no impact to WFF program schedules due to equipment degradation, failures, system problems or reprioritization of program requirements.  The wide variety of support systems involves careful workload planning, cost management, and scheduling of resources to identify and resolve technical systems problems.

Potential offerors are encouraged to comment on all aspects of the draft solicitation, including the requirements, schedules, proposal instructions, and evaluation approaches.  Potential offerors should identify unnecessary or inefficient requirements.  Potential offerors are encouraged to comment on the clarity of the Representative Task Order (RTO) requirements and their ability to effectively price the “RTO” requirements.  Potential offerors are encouraged to comment on any perceived safety, occupational health, security (including information technology security), environmental, export control, and/or other programmatic risk issues associated with performance of the work.

Potential offerors are advised that the DRFP is not a solicitation, and no contract will be awarded as a result of this DRFP.

1. This acquisition will be conducted on a full and open basis.

2. The basic effective ordering period is for 5-years, no options.

3. This procurement will result in a Cost-Plus Incentive Fee, Indefinite-Delivery-Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) contract with performance based task orders.  The Statement of Work, Attachment A, describes the scope of the requirement 

4. Contract performance will be on-site at the NASA Goddard Space Flight Center, Wallops Flight Facility and White Sands Missile Range, NM and any other locations necessary to perform the effort based on mission requirements and specified via IDIQ task order.  The NASA GSFC has available on-site office space to accommodate up to approximately 170 contractor employees. 

5. Certified Cost or Pricing Data is not required for this procurement.  Required cost information and the format for submission are included in Section L of the DRFP.

6. The Government will make available existing Installation-Accountable Government Property for on-site contract performance. 

7. Offerors are encouraged to refer to FAR 52.215-1 – INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS – COMPETITIVE ACQISITION, in particular paragraph (f)(4) which discusses the government’s right to award a contract without discussions.

8. Phase-In will be conducted, under a separate contract or purchase order, during the 60-day period prior to the effective date of the contract

9. The Government will award a single IDIQ contract.  Offerors will be evaluated on their capability to perform all the functional requirements specified in the Statement of Work, Attachment A, and all the requirements specified in the RTOs.
