Question regarding installation of pressure/vacuum connector

Question: “My main concern is that we need to penetrate the test rigs vacuum enclosure with a pressure/vacuum connector, which allows two lines for power cables and two lines for the antenna coaxial cables to pass into the test chamber. We can specify and supply the required pressure/vacuum connector so that a NASA technician can install the connector prior to our arrival for installation and setup.   The exact location of this pass through connector can be determined later. 

My question is. Can NASA do this part of the installation or do we need to include the installation of this pressure/vacuum connector in our proposal?”

Answer: “NASA can do the installation of the pressure/vacuum connector. Your proposal does not need to include the installation of the vacuum pressure connector, but you must provide details of the planned installation process, and you must install the Inductive Power Device.”
