1. Title pages, tables of contents and compliance matrices are excluded from the page counts specified in paragraph (b) of this provision.  Additionally, all sections of the proposal that are not page limited shall be strictly limited to only the information as requested by this solicitation for that section.  Information that can be construed as belonging in one of the other sections of the proposal will be so construed and counted against that section's page limitation, if applicable.  Should offerors choose to include an Executive Summary this would count against the above listed page limitations.

2. A page is defined as one side of a sheet, 8 1/2" x 11", with at least one-inch margins on all sides, using not smaller than Arial 10-point font type, including tables and figures. Foldouts count as an equivalent number of 8 1/2" x 11" pages. The metric standard format most closely approximating the described standard 8 1/2" x 11" size may also be used. 

3. If final revisions are requested, separate page limitations will be specified in the Government's request for that submission. 

4. Pages submitted in excess of the limitations specified in this provision will not be evaluated by the Government and will be returned to the offeror.

(d)   In addition to the information above, offerors and any major subcontractors, as defined above, shall each submit the Past Performance Questionnaire, Attachment L-2.  The references shall be customers from three to five previous or current contracts that the offeror has performed work for, if such experience exists.  The offeror is responsible for ensuring that each of its references, including those from its major subcontractors, returns a copy of each questionnaire directly to the Contracting Officer in a sealed envelope, by fax, or e-mail to the contact identified in L.13.  The offeror shall include in its written proposal, a list of those to whom the questionnaire was sent to, including the name of the individual to whom it was sent, their current and verified phone number, organization, and contract number.     
Send Past Performance Questionnaires, Attachment L-2, to three to five of your most recent references which are also most relevant to work described in this RFP with your company name, address, and telephone number filled in.  References with Government contracts are preferred, but not required.  You are responsible for ensuring that your references send completed forms to Jennifer Krause at the address below. Information is requested by October 28, 2009 but is not officially due until December 2, 2009.  If you have no record of relevant past performance or information or your past performance is not available, you will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  If you propose a joint venture or

This template shall provide insight into the composition of the burden pool for the proposed General and Administrative (G&A) rate.  Identify the estimated G&A expense and explain the method for its calculation.  Provide G&A cost history including the actual expense pool and application base amounts for the prior three years.  The basis for projections of G&A shall also be provided and an explanation in support of any significant changes in either expenses or base of application that exist from one year to the next.  In the event the offeror’s fiscal year and anticipated contract year do not coincide, the offeror shall complete the rate reconciliation showing how the fiscal year G&A rate results in the proposed G&A rate for each contract year. 4.  Conversion Factor Template (CFT)
This template is required from the prime.   It shall list the conversion factor by FTE to productive hours for the prime contractor and each major subcontractor(s).

5.  Cognizant Audit Office Template (CAOT)  

This template is required for each prime contractor, teaming partner, joint venture partner, and major subcontractor that meets the major subcontractor threshold ($1,000,000 per year).  This template is to be delivered at the same time as the Past Performance Volume (due October 28, 2009) and with the Cost Volume which is due December 2, 2009.  This template is designed to capture relevant information concerning (1) the specific location (address or addresses for prime and major subcontractors) where auditable cost information physically resides that supports amounts proposed; (2) the person or persons (name, address, phone number, e-mail address etc) who can be contacted by DCAA to provide cost realism audit information for the prime contractor, (3) the person or persons (name, address, phone number, e-mail address etc) who can be contacted by DCAA to provide cost realism audit information for your company or partners (in a teaming, joint venture or partnership situation) and major subcontractor(s); and (4) the name and address of the cognizant DCAA field audit office to which electronic and hardcopy proposals were sent.  
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
