ORDERING PROCEDURES

The following contracts have been awarded to perform requirements in support of CRAVE.

Under both the A-CRAVE and B-CRAVE solicitations, work on the CRAVE contracts will be accomplished through the issuance of IDIQ DO solicitations.  Companies awarded contracts under the A-CRAVE solicitation will compete with any educational and non-profit institutions selected under the B-CRAVE solicitation for DO awards.  While CRAVE IDIQ DOs may be awarded as a sole source, with appropriate rationale, it is anticipated that most DO solicitations will be competed.  

(a)  Only the Contracting Officer may issue DOs and amendments to DOs to the Contractor, providing specific authorization or direction to perform work within the scope of the contract and as specified in the schedule.  The Contractor may incur costs under this contract in performance of DOs and amendments to DOs issued in accordance with this clause and within the dollar amounts specified in B.6 Contract Funding.  No other costs are authorized unless otherwise specified in the contract or expressly authorized by the Contracting Officer.

(b)  Prior to issuing a DO, the Contracting Officer (or his/her designated representative) shall provide the Contractors listed above with the following data.

(1) A functional description of the work identifying the objectives or results desired from the contemplated order, as applicable.

(2) Where applicable, proposed quality assurance and performance standards to be used as criteria for determining whether the DO requirements have been met (i.e., acceptance criteria, terms of quality, timeliness, quantity, etc.).

(3) A request for a task plan/proposal from the Contractor including the Basis of Estimate (BOE), technical approach, period of performance (including milestones and schedules), deliverables, appropriate cost information, and any other information required to determine the reasonableness of the Contractor’s proposal.

(4) List of any Government Furnished items, services, facilities, etc., required to perform the DO.

(5) If applicable, identify any known potential organizational Conflicts of Interest (OCI) in relation to the DO requirements.

(c)  Within 14 calendar days after receipt of the Contracting Officer’s (or his/her designated representative’s) request, Contractors shall submit a DO proposal conforming to the request.  In special circumstances, the Contracting Officer may allow more than 14 calendar days, if deemed appropriate.  In cases where an OCI is applicable (either identified by the Contracting Officer or known by the contractor), contractors shall identify within its DO proposal how the OCI can be avoided, neutralized, or mitigated. 

(d)  After review of each Contractor’s proposal, and any necessary discussions, the Contracting Officer may issue a DO to the Contractor considered to be the best value pursuant to the stated selection criteria for the DO.  Past performance on previous CRAVE DOs will be taken into consideration during DO competitions.  In cases where an OCI is applicable, how the contractor effectively addresses the OCI will be a factor taken into consideration for award of the DO.


(e)  In the event of a conflict between the requirements of the DO and the Contractor’s approved plan, the DO shall take precedence.

(f)  All DOs are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of conflict between a DO and this contract, the contract shall take precedence.
