NASA Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) invites you to submit a proposal for the Earth Observing System Data & Information System (EOSDIS) Evolution & Development (EED) solicitation.  The principal purpose of this Request For Proposals (RFP) is to provide development and sustaining engineering of the software and hardware systems that provide science data management for the EOSDIS core system and other elements that provide the common capabilities and infrastructure of the EOSDIS.

This procurement is a full and open competition.  The NAICS code for this procurement is 541512, size standard $23M.  This competitive  RFP will result in a Cost-Plus-Award-Fee (CPAF) Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with an ordering period that extends five years from the effective date of the contract.  The anticipated award date for any transition effort is April 24, 2010.
