Synopsis for

Laboratory Services 

For NASA Stennis Space Center

The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Stennis Space Center (SSC) Office of Procurement intends to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to perform Scientific Laboratory Services at the John C. Stennis Space Center.  

The work to be performed under this requirement includes all necessary managerial and technical expertise to support Laboratory Services at NASA/SSC.  This requirement will include providing services to NASA, resident agencies, on-site contractors and on-site commercial tenants.  The contractor shall provide a broad range of laboratory services in the following areas: Metrology and Calibration; Gas and Material Science; Environmental Science; Natural Resource Management and Geographical Information Services.

The Government is contemplating the award of a performance-based, Firm Fixed Price contract with a period of performance of five years, including option periods.

This procurement is a total small business certified 8(a) set-aside located within region IV or VI. 
The NAICS Code and Size Standard are 541380 (Testing Laboratories) and $12M, respectively.
A draft RFP was released on July 10, 2009 which allowed industry until July 24, 2009 to comment or ask questions concerning any aspect of the solicitation.  As a result of the comments received, the RFP may be revised and should be formally released to industry on or about August 13, 2009 with proposals due on or about September 14, 2009.

The Government intends to acquire a commercial item using FAR Part 12. 
The government will conduct a single organized Industry Day for this requirement.  The industry day is scheduled for August 27, 2009 at 9:00 a.m.  Offerors are highly encouraged to attend this meeting prior to submitting an offer, as it will be the only Industry Day provided.  In order to arrange access to SSC, offerors planning to attend shall notify Marvin.L.Horne@nasa.gov  no later than 3:00 pm on Tuesday August 25, 2009 with the company name, names of representatives, number of representatives and citizenship; offerors failing to do so will not have seating.  Offerors shall report to the SSC South Visitor’s Reception Center at precisely 8:30 in the morning on August 27, 2009 and sign in with the receptionist, providing the names of individuals attending.  Any questions regarding the meeting must be submitted in writing to marvin.l.horne@nasa.gov. 

All responsible small business certified 8(a) sources located in Region IV or VI may submit a proposal which shall be considered by the agency. 
The solicitation (RFP) and any related documents will only be issued electronically.  They will be available over the Internet.  These documents will reside on a World-Wide Web (WWW) server, which may be accessed using a WWW browser application.  They may be accessed and downloaded at the NASA Acquisition Internet Service (NAIS) Business Opportunities website @ http://prod.nais.nasa.gov/cgi-bin/nais/link_syp.cgi or at the Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps) website @ http://www.fbo.gov.  

Prospective offerors shall notify this office in writing, of their intent to submit an offer.  It is the offeror’s responsibility to monitor this site for the release of the solicitation and amendments (if any).  Potential offerors will be responsible for downloading their own copy of the solicitation and amendments (if any). 

All questions regarding this acquisition shall be submitted in writing to this office, in accordance with the instructions in the RFP.
