Task Order #1
Calibration and Repairs of Steam Boiler Controls
a. This service shall include one annual scheduled Calibration / Maintenance visit for the Boilers and all associated equipment and controls listed in Attachment C and D, and one partial Calibration/Maintenance visit during heating season (December through January. The contractor may propose changes in performing the required service calibrations provided that the boiler performance is maintained without visible degradation in efficiency or reliability.  These changes must be approved by the COTR. 

b. One annual service inspection/calibration during non-heating season (May through September) to calibrate instruments, controls and burners on all equipment listed in Attachment C and D. 

c. One partial inspection/calibration service during the heating season (December through January) to calibrate critical instruments, controls and burners on three landfill gas boilers. This calibration shall include the equipment and instruments listed in Attachment C and D for Boiler 1, (024-BLR001), Boiler 2, (024-BLR002), and Boiler 4, (024-BLR004), that determine boiler combustion efficiency.

d. At the completion of each calibration visit a bound report and an electronic copy shall be provided to the COTR. This is to include an inspection report for each calibrated piece of equipment listed under Attachment C and D, condition of same, as found and as left for all items of calibration and any recommendations if any for each. This report is to be provided no more then two weeks after said inspection has been completed.

e. The contractor shall only place one boiler out of service at a time for calibration. More than one boiler shall not be taken out of service without prior Government approval. 

f. All work shall be scheduled with the COTR.

g. The contractor shall provide a daily worksheet at the end of each daily visit. This form is to describe what tasks were completed, the name of the technician performing the service and the number of hours spent on each task. This form shall be approved by the COTR.

h. Upon completion of each visit for services the Contractor shall clean and remove from the work site all trash, debris, materials, equipment associated with the work performed. This includes all hazardous materials.

i. The Goddard boiler plant operates under a Part 70 Operating Permit for five institutional generating units with rated heat input of 49.5 MMBTU/hr. A NOx emissions limit of 0.1lb/MMBTU (24-hour average) applies to each boiler burning natural gas and/or landfill gas, and (monthly average) applies to all five boilers burning any of the three fuels. No visible stack emissions are allowed. The contractor is responsible for tuning the boilers to allow them to operate within permit limits. Any combustion analyzer meter used must be have a certificate of calibration.
