INSTRUCTIONS, CONDITIONS, AND NOTICES TO OFFERORS
L.16 VOLUME III, PRICE
General Instructions

The Offeror shall ensure that its proposal includes complete and accurate price data.  For all Service Contract Act covered employees, the Offeror shall comply with all current wage determinations. All of the Offeror’s proposed prices shall include escalation for labor categories covered by the Service Contract Act for all contract years.
The Offeror shall assume a contract start date of February 1, 2010 for pricing purposes. The basic contract period of performance is five years with four separate 1-year option periods, for a total potential contract period of nine years.

Government worksheet links shall not be broken in Offeror’s electronic submission.  Use of external links (source data not provided to NASA) of any kind is prohibited.
Price Proposal Format

The Offeror’s price volume shall include all government provided pricing templates which are defined as the Excel Pricing Model (EPM) consisting of Workbooks and Templates which are found in Attachment L-5.

The EPM file name included in the Offeror’s proposal shall begin with “NEDC-”, followed by the Offeror’s company name, followed by “Attachment L5 CLIN 1” or “-Attachment  L5 CLIN 2 and 3” .  For example:  Assume Offeror’s company name is Acme Computer Company the file name would be “NEDC-Acme Computer Company-Attachment  L5 CLIN 2 and 3.xls”.

All dollar amounts provided will be rounded by the EPM to the nearest whole dollar unless specified otherwise. The Offeror shall include all price forms in their proposal submission. The forms are described in subsequent sections. 
Specific Instructions

Section 1 - Financial Capability

The Offeror shall submit one copy of the audited financial statements and accompanying notes for the last three (3) most recently completed fiscal years.  This information is required only for the prime contractor.  If a joint venture or partnership is proposed, then this information shall be provided for each participant in the joint venture of partnership.  If the Offeror is, or will be, a newly formed business entity, the Offeror shall submit a financial statement showing the contribution that each participant is required to make with regard to the entity’s capital and equity, amount pledged or paid in to date by each of the principals, and the working capital availability.  The Offeror shall provide a summary analysis for each of financial information including quick ratio, current ratio, summary of working capital, and debt to equity ratio for each year submitted.
Section  2 – Excel Pricing Model (EPM) File

Detailed instructions relative to individual forms are described below.

Formulas:  The Offeror shall maintain all formulas and links in the forms provided in this solicitation. The Offeror shall make any new formulas clearly visible in the individual cells and verifiable. The Offeror shall maintain the EPM as self-calculating spreadsheet files.

Locks:  The Offeror shall not lock, protect or secure by password the EPM file and all its associated forms in any way.

The Offeror shall not alter the electronic spreadsheet file formats except for lengthening forms as appropriate, adjusting column widths, and adjusting print range.

(1) Form A NEDC ARC/RRC Table 

The Offeror shall provide firm fixed price base unit prices on a per month basis in the NEDC ARC/RRC table for all services for all contract years.

The Offeror shall provide firm fixed price ARC/RRC unit prices on a per month basis in the NEDC ARC/RRC table for all services for all contract years.

(2)  “Form B CLIN 2 Pricing“
The Offeror shall complete Form B with firm fixed prices (FFP) for phases A, B & C by contract year for base server quantities of 50, 100, 200, and 400 servers.  The Offeror shall enter an Additional Resource Charge (ARC) fixed unit price for each additional server between the base quantities of 50, 100, 200, and 400 for all contract years in Form B.  Form B-1, The “Base FFP” is the sum of milestone phases A, B, and C for each base server count band by contract year.   The “ARC Price” is the sum of milestones phases A, B and C for each “ARC Price” server band by contract year. 
(3) Form C CLIN 3 IDIQ Rates

The Offeror shall complete Form C with fully loaded fixed price labor rate (including profit) for all categories listed in Attachment L-5 Standard Labor Category (SLC). The Offeror shall map their equivalent labor categories to the SLCs.
(4) Form D Government provided End-Users Services

The Offeror shall propose the quantity of Government provided end-user services needed for personnel located on NASA facilities during performance of this contract. Note: The NEDC Contractor is obligated to use Government provided end-user services on NASA facilities.

(5) Form E NEDC Phase-In


The Offeror shall propose a firm-fixed price for Phase-In. 

SECTION M

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

PRICE FACTOR  
The Government will perform a price analysis for Phase-In, CLIN 1, CLIN 2 and CLIN 3 utilizing the technique identified within FAR 15.404-1(b)(2)(i) to validate price reasonableness. Cost analysis will be performed, if necessary, in accordance with 15.404-1(d)(3) to determine price reasonableness.  Weighting and scoring is not used in the price section.   Should there be a discrepancy in pricing between RFP schedule and attachments and the pricing templates, the RFP schedule and attachments shall take precedence.
The Offeror’s financial statements will be considered in the Contracting Officer’s determination of Offeror responsibility (FAR 9.104).
The Government’s best estimated quantities for CLIN 1, CLIN 2, and CLIN 3 and the best estimated labor hours for CLIN 3 are for evaluation purposes only.

The Government’s evaluation of CLIN 1 Pricing (Attachment L-5, Form “ARC RRC Table”) will result in a total evaluated price for CLIN 1. The CLIN 1 total evaluated price will be calculated as follows: Attachment L-5 tab “Resource Baseline ARC RRC Table” includes the Government’s best estimated quantities for base units and ARC/RRC units for all contract years. The Offeror’s proposed base unit pricing and ARC/RRC unit pricing will be applied to the Government’s best estimated quantities for all contract years to calculate the CLIN 1 total evaluated price.

The Government’s evaluation of CLIN 2 Pricing (Attachment L-5, Form B-1) will result in a total evaluated price for CLIN 2. The CLIN 2 total evaluated price will be calculated as follows: Evaluation of CLIN 2 pricing assumes, for evaluation purposes only, that four separate task orders will be issued in every contract year. Form B-1 identifies the Government’s best estimated individual task order quantities (i.e. 75, 150, 300, and 600 servers) for each contract year. The Form B-1 quantities will be applied to the Offeror’s proposed base firm fixed price (Base FFP) and ARC unit price to determine the task order total evaluated price (e.g. assuming task order quantity 75 servers: base firm fixed price for 50 servers + (25 x ARC unit price) = task order total evaluated price for 75 servers). The four task orders total evaluated prices will be summed for each contract year. The yearly totals will be summed to calculate the CLIN 2 total evaluated price.
The Government’s evaluation of CLIN 3 Pricing (Attachment L-5, Form C-1) will result in a total evaluated price for CLIN 3. The CLIN 3 total evaluated price will be calculated as follows: Evaluation of CLIN 3 pricing assumes, for evaluation purposes only, that four separate task orders will be issued in every contract year. Form C-1 identifies the Government’s best estimated labor hours per labor category for task order quantities of 50, 100, 200, and 400 servers for each contract year. These estimated labor hours will be applied to the Offeror’s proposed labor rates by labor category to determine the total evaluated price for each CLIN 3 task order. The total evaluated prices of the four yearly task orders will be summed for each contract year. The yearly totals will be summed to calculate the CLIN 3 total evaluated price.
The Government’s evaluation of the Offeror’s proposed requirements for Government provided end-users services (Attachment L-5, Form D) will result in a total evaluated cost to the Government for providing end-user services to the NEDC contractor. The total cost of the Government provided end-user services will be calculated by multiplying the Offeror’s proposed quantities of each selected end-user service by the cost of the selected service for all contract years.

The Government’s total evaluated price (Form A – Contract Total Evaluated Price) is the sum of the CLIN 1 total evaluated price, the CLIN 2 total evaluated price, the CLIN 3 total evaluated price, the proposed Phase-In firm fixed price, and the total evaluated costs associated with the Government provided end-user services.

Offerors are cautioned that unbalanced pricing may result in their removal from consideration for award in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(g).
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
