1. May more than one camera be proposed?

a. Yes, but each system should be priced separately in your submittal.

2. May we provide an on-site demonstration?

a. The RFQ allows submittal of a demo on a DVD.  You may propose an on-site demonstration (at no additional cost to the Government).  If the evaluators find that such a demo could be useful, the offeror(s) will be contacted before selection/award.

3. How many frame rates are needed for the PIV work? 1,000 fps or 4,000 fps and above? 

a. For PIV applications (that requires double capture), a 1000 fps camera can provide 500 velocity vector maps per second. A 4MP camera with at least 1000 fps is a must. If the user decides to use the same camera at a lower resolution (1MP), the camera should be capable of capturing at least 4000fps (that will provide 2000 velocity vector maps at 1MP resolution).
