EVALUATION CRITERIA

Instructions to Bidders
Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation will be rated based on the Contractor’s demonstrated ability to meet the antenna system requirements and statement of work defined below. 

Proposals shall include simulated antenna patterns, including feed and strut blockage, as well as reflector surface roughness.  The simulated antenna patterns provided with the proposal shall include ( = 0(, 45(, 90( and 135( plane cuts (both co-pol and cross-pol) for both polarizations.   Preliminary drawings of the proposed configuration shall also be provided in the proposal, along with any other information that may serve as clear indication that the requirements will be met. 

Proposals shall include a delivery schedule. Although the period of performance is listed below at 6 (six) months, proposals will receive a relatively higher rating if they can demonstrate an earlier delivery.

NOTE: The Government reserves the right to accept proposals for low-cost COTS antennas that approach, but do not necessarily meet, all of the technical specifications defined in this SOW. For Contractors that propose such solutions, the proposal shall identify which of the requirements defined below are not met, and the specific performance of the COTS antenna relative to each unmet requirement.

NOTE: In order to clarify these specifications, the angle phi (() is the angle measured counter clockwise (as viewed from the back of the reflector) from the local vertical in a plane normal to the boresight axis when the antenna is pointing horizontally.
Proposal Evaluation Criteria
Proposals will be evaluated based on the Contractor’s demonstrated ability to meet the requirements listed below, on the proposed cost, and schedule. Proposals will be scored based on the criteria listed below.

	Scoring of this criterion will be weighted on ability of the Contractor to meet the radio frequency requirements, interface requirements and documentation requirements. The ability to meet environmental requirements related to temperature range and wind load will have relatively less weight than the other requirements in the specification.

	The Government reserves the right to accept low-cost COTS solutions that approach, but that do not necessarily meet, all of the technical specifications defined in this SOW

	Relatively higher scores will be awarded to bidders that can demonstrate a delivery schedule of less than 6 (six) months.

Milestone Payments

Payment to the Contractor shall be made according to the following milestones:

•
Twenty percent (20%) of the contract value upon receipt of the CAD model and ICD (Items 3 and 4 on the Deliverable Items List and Schedule (DILS)).

•
Sixty percent (60%) of the contract value upon delivery to NASA GSFC of the Ka-band antenna, the Ku‑band antenna, and all associated documentation as defined below.

•
Twenty percent (20%) of the contract value upon final testing and acceptance of the antennas by NASA/GSFC.
