Statement of Work

Objective

Design/implement a motivational and inspirational space for the lobby areas (first and second floor, including lobby stairwell) of Building 142. The design must showcase the Space Flight Systems Directorate, Glenn Research Center accomplishments, and Glenn’s space heritage, while maximizing the potential of the area to engage and inspire people as they enter the building.

First Floor Criteria

Areas to be included in the proposal:

· Entrance/Foyer:
· Incorporate possible display items Incorporate Ares display case, incorporating cover for top of cabinet
· Incorporate Orion display case, incorporating cover for top of cabinet
· Existing furniture (some or all to be used)
· Possible display items to consider (see separate PowerPoint)
· Gemini Capsule (about 6.5 ft. tall, 3 ft. dia. top; 7.6 ft. dia. bottom)
· Mercury Abort Tower (about 8 ft. tall, base about 2 ft. dia.)
· Titan/Centaur Model (about 6 ft tall; base is about 3 ft. dia.)
· Light Boxes  (right wall of lobby)
– New design for area: could include removal of light boxes and replace with new design, or clean/fix light boxes and change out images
· Under Stairwell
– Design options for under stairwell
· TV Monitors
· New design for area with monitors (left wall of lobby)

· Incorporate lighting as necessary to showcase design; (The government will be responsible for installation of the lighting hardware, with vendor input as necessary to successfully complete the overall design)
Second Floor Criteria:
Areas to be included in the proposal:
· CSD wall panel to be removed (total and partial removal of lettering and use of existing panel – changing and/or covering)
· Design for top of stairwell wall
· Design for walkway/walls 
· Populate walls (current art to be removed; new content to be suggested)
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· Hang display models (removed existing glass sign; display items not shown to scale – Orion, Moon, Mars, ISS)
· Incorporate overall design to include window area 
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Deliverables
Vendors are to provide a conceptual layout, supporting details and costing for planned design for this area. Costing is to include implementation of the design through completion. 

Once the vendor packets are reviewed, a vendor will be selected. The vendor awarded the bid, will implement the proposed design, assisting onsite contractors as necessary to ensure satisfactory completion of the overall concept.
