Request for Proposal (RFP) NNG09285722R to Perform a Concept Study in Support of the GSFC Optical Communication Flight and Ground Terminal Performance Evaluation and Test Facility Procurement.
The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) is requesting proposals to conduct a study to include an engineering preliminary system design and cost estimate for a possible optical communications flight and ground terminal performance evaluation and test facility at NASA GSFC.  The goal of this procurement is to seek the best ideas and concepts from industry.  It is expected that the study will generate new concepts for designing, testing, and building optical communications space flight terminals and space flight terminal flight testing facilities for NASA missions.
RFP Highlights:
· The Government anticipates making multiple awards based on the proposals submitted.
· Each contract will be awarded on a firm-fixed price basis and the proposed study price “SHALL NOT EXCEED” $150,000.

· The North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) code for this acquisition is 541712.  The small business size standard is 500 employees.  

· Offerors are to submit Representations and Certifications with their proposal.

· Proposals should not contain proprietary information.

· The period of performance for the study is 90 days.
· The proposal due date is July 10, 2009, 2:00 P.M. Eastern Standard Time.

· Award of contract is anticipated to occur in July/August 2009 timeframe. 

The technical proposal must include a discussion of your approach to meet the requirements stated in Attachment A. The technical approach should be specific, detailed, and complete enough to clearly and fully demonstrate that you understand the requirements and the inherent problems associated with this procurement.  The management proposal must describe the offerors corporate management structure with regards to long-term optical communications management and personnel infrastructure. The cost proposal must provide detailed backup documentation to justify the rates proposed for this effort.  Your offer shall be submitted in accordance with the proposal instructions located in Section L of the RFP.
Any questions concerning the solicitation must be submitted in writing to Ms. Sherika D. Wilson at the address specified within ten (10) days after the release of this RFP.  Receipt of late questions will not be accepted.
