The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is hereby issuing the final RFP for qualified firms that meet the classification described below for the CRAVE contracts.  The Final RFP replaces the Draft RFP.
The minimum contract value will be $15,000 and the maximum contract value will not exceed $70,000,000.  Offerors are advised to read all requirements contained herein and in the RFP.
The following information should be considered in proposals preparation. 
ACQUISITION STRUCTURE
The CRAVE procurement will be conducted using two separate solicitations.
Solicitation number NNJ09ZBH001-99R will be reserved for competition among educational institutions and nonprofit institutions and will be known as “B-CRAVE.”  Only proposals from organizations classified as an educational institution or a nonprofit institution will be accepted in response to solicitation number NNJ09ZBH001-99R. 
Solicitation number NNJ09BH0123R is reserved for full and open competition and will be known as “A-CRAVE.”  It contains the same requirements as the B-CRAVE solicitation.

After the CRAVE contracts are awarded, organizations that were awarded contracts under B-CRAVE will compete for delivery order awards with those organizations that were awarded contracts under A-CRAVE.

The CRAVE acquisition will be conducted as a multiple award Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) type procurement.  Authorization to perform work under the CRAVE contracts will be through the issuance of a Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF) or a Firm 
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Fixed Price (FFP) delivery order.  The CRAVE contracts will have a base period of five (5) years with no options.  The contract start date is anticipated to be February 1, 2010.

PROPOSAL SUBMISSIONS
Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall include the Offeror’s name and complete address, including street, city, county, state, and 9-digit zip code.  Also, include the telephone and fax numbers and the e-mail address of the contact person responsible for the proposal.

Offerors are required to have a cage code that matches the corporate address submitted with its proposal.  Insert the company’s cage code in Block 15A on Standard Form (SF) 33.  Block 15A will appear next to the name and address of Offeror.
Offerors must deliver their proposal in accordance with Section L-9, PROPOSAL MARKING AND DELIVERY (JSC 52.215-109) (JUN2007) (JSC PROCUREMENT  INSTRUCTION).

· Section K, Representations, Certifications and Other Statements of Offerors, and Volume III Past Performance, and the Past Performance Questionnaires are due at NASA/JSC no later than 1:00 p.m., Central Daylight Time on September 23, 2009.

· Proposals are due at NASA/JSC no later than 1:00 p.m., Central Daylight Time on October 15, 2009.

In accordance with the proposal instructions in Section L, the proposals are to be submitted in hard copy and CD ROM.  To expedite proposal evaluations, Offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency Office at the time proposals are submitted to NASA/JSC.

Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors-Competitive Acquisitions.”

MAJOR DIFFERENCES  (Current CRAVE Contracts vs Recompete)
1. Section F.3, the addition of Organizational Conflicts of Interest (OCI) Clause

a. In cases where an OCI is applicable (either identified by the Contracting Officer or known by the contractor), the contractor shall identify within its DO proposal how the OCI can be avoided, neutralized, or mitigated.  How the contractor effectively addresses the OCI will be a factor taken into consideration for award of the DO. 

2. Section C-Statement of Work, additional Quality Assurance Requirements

a. A-CRAVE contractors shall have a quality program that complies with International Organization for Standardization document SAE-AS9100, “Quality Management Systems-Aerospace Requirements” to ensure consistency of products and processes.  The contractor’s quality plan, as developed per SAE-AS9100 requirements, shall be submitted in accordance with the DRD titled “Quality Plan.”  As specified in the DO, tailored CxP quality requirements (defined in Section 5 and Appendix A of CxP 70059 “Constellation Program Integrated Safety, Reliability, and Quality Assurance (SR&QA) Requirements”) shall be applied.
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b. B-CRAVE contractors shall have at a minimum a quality program that complies with ANSI/ISO/ASQ Q9001-2000 “Quality Management Systems-Requirements.”  The contractor’s quality plan, as developed per ANSI/ISO/ASQ Q9001-2000 requirements, shall be submitted in accordance with DRD titled “Quality Plan-Restricted.”  Upon completion and approval, the Quality Plan will become part of the contract and the contractor shall be responsible for implementing the processes and procedures specified therein.

In order for the contractor to perform work on the CRAVE contract that is classified as both critical and complex per NPD 8730.5 “NASA Quality Assurance Program Policy,” the contractor must have a quality program in place that complies with SAE-AS9100.  Each DO will have the type of work (critical, complex, both, or neither) clearly stated on the cover sheet for the Statement of Work.  Contractors that do not have a quality plan in place that is in compliance with SAE-AS9100 will only be allowed to propose on DOs classified as critical or complex or neither.

The contractor’s quality plan shall make provisions for the following supplements to the ANSI/ISO/ASQ Q9001-2000 elements:  Customer Verification of Subcontracted Products and Review and Disposition of Nonconforming Products.
