SUPPLIES AND/OR SERVICES TO BE FURNISHED
(a)  The Contractor shall provide all resources (except as may be expressly stated in this contract as furnished by the Government) necessary to support the services to be provided in accordance with the Statement of Work in Section C.  This contract is for Crew, Robotics, Avionics, and Vehicle Equipment (CRAVE) for NASA, using cost reimbursable Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) and firm fixed price Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contracting methods.  These methods provide for the acquisition of necessary labor, supplies, and other services that cannot be sufficiently identified, predetermined, or qualified in advance.

(b)  The Contractor is required to furnish all the services identified in the Statement of Work and as directed through the issuance of Delivery Orders (DOs) under this contract (hereinafter “the DOs”).  These services shall be ordered in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clauses entitled “Ordering,” “Order Limitations,” and “Indefinite Quantity” found in Section I.  The Government’s obligation for the indefinite quantity is limited to that specified in Clause B.3.

B.
Travel
