Q1.  Our model makers & machinists in the shop are wondering if we also need to make models of the Astronauts as well. If so, how many?

A1:   The model should have 2 astronaut suit figures on the “ports” attached to the outside.  For the cutaway version, two astronauts in shirt-sleeves (everyday clothes, t-shirt, pants), at the controls would be in order.
Q2.   Will there be an opportunity to see the actual LER prior to manufacturing the first prototypes. This will help us in matching colors, logos, and other details such as the interior for the cutaway models. Filming will be required.

A2:  The LER is at Johnson Space Center. The outer shell/cabin was built here at Langley.  The standard NASA logo will be sent to the successful offeror via graphics, which has the pantone colors needed to match for that. Otherwise the successful offeror could take color queues from the drawings, photos and videos available on the internet. 

Q3.  Can we assume all sizes of these models are to be “display” only? In other words they require NO power, lighting, or radio/remote controls of any type.
