PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS


NASA Langley Research Center (LaRC) Systems Analysis and Concepts Directorate (SACD) has a requirement for a five (5) year Indefinite-Delivery/Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) contract to develop and provide software written in Adaptive Modeling Language (AML) that supports the design and analysis of various vehicle classes in accordance with the attached Statement of Work (SOW).  Work will be defined in individual task orders.    

Please also note the attached NASA FAR and NASA LaRC clauses, which are applicable to this effort.  Pay particular attention to NASA FAR Clause 1852.237-72, Access to Sensitive Information, as this clause requires the contractor to provide an Organization Conflicts of Interest (OCI) Avoidance Plan, which shall be prepared in accordance with the above clause and FAR Subpart 9.5.  This Plan shall be submitted with your quote.  Additionally, NFS 1852.204-76, Security Requirements for Unclassified Information Technology Resources, requires the contractor to submit an IT Security Plan.  This Plan shall be submitted within 30 days after award is made.  Both Plans will be reviewed by NASA LaRC to ensure compliance with the applicable regulations and then will be incorporated into the resulting order as compliance documents.


RFQ SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Selection and award will be made to that vendor whose quote will be most advantageous to the Government (See FAR 2.101, Best Value), with consideration given to the factors of technical merit, price and past performance.  The quote shall include a response to each of the following as explained below and will be evaluated based on these criteria.  The Government intends to evaluate quotes and award the Order without discussions with offerors. Therefore, the offeror’s initial quote should contain the offeror’s best terms from a price and technical standpoint. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all quotes if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest price quote; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in quotes received.

1. Technical Merit:

The quote shall contain detailed technical literature or other information in sufficient detail to allow the Government to determine technical merit as it directly relates to the attached SOW to include staffing, skill mix, types and qualifications of personnel.  

In addition, the following documents shall be submitted with the offeror’s technical proposal:

· Resume of Proposed Key Personnel

· Standard Non-Disclosure Agreement (Template)

· Organizational Conflict of Interest (OCI) Plan
A separate technical approach shall be submitted for the initial task. 
2. Price Quotations:

A firm fixed price hourly labor rate shall be submitted for the Software Engineer labor category as identified in NFS 1852.235-71, Key Personnel and Facilities, as well as any other proposed labor categories. Labor rates shall be submitted for all five (5) years.
A separate price quotation shall be submitted for the initial task.

3. Past Performance:

Relevant past performance in accordance with the attached past performance document to include the following details for each contract claimed as relevant past performance: description of the contract; estimated dollar value; type of contract; and the names, phone numbers and e-mail addresses of technical and contract personnel.  
Definition of past performance:  For the purposes of this Request for Quotation, past performance critical to success of the effort will be evaluated as demonstrated success in activities similar to those stated in the SOW.  The quote shall clearly demonstrate experience in these activities.


EVALUATION CRITERIA

The selection of the best value for this order will be based upon relevant technical merit, price, and past performance.

1. Technical Merit:
Technical literature or other information provided in the quote will be evaluated based upon the relevance to the attached SOW to include the proposed staffing, skill mix, types and qualifications of personnel.  The resume for the proposed Software Engineer will be evaluated to ensure that the proposed individual possesses the requisite skills to successfully complete all tasks placed against this IDIQ.  The offerors OCI Plan will be evaluated to ensure that all areas of NFS 1852-237-72, Access to Sensitive Information, and FAR Subpart 9.5 are adequately addressed.
The Government will separately evaluate the technical approach for the initial task based upon the relevance to the initial task SOW.
2. Price Quotations

Price quotations will be evaluated against the Government estimate and other quotes to determine the reasonableness of the proposed price.

The Government will separately evaluate the price quotation for the initial task.

3. Past Performance 

For the purposes of this Request for Quotation, past performance critical to the success of this effort will be evaluated as to the demonstrated success in activities similar to those stated in the SOW.  
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
