No just that it be able to maintain the following: A self contained vacuum pump system that has provisions to prevent back streaming of water or oil during pump shut down shall be used.  The pump system shall be capable of maintaining a vacuum of 22 inches of mercury (Hg) minimum at the pump manifold while autoclave is at a minimum of 100 psig pressure and a minimum temperature of 400°F without tool in place, with all vacuum lines hooked up to the gage manifold, and the ends of the vacuum lines sealed off.
