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technical approach. The IGE depicts the overall direct labor staffing for the entire completion-form SOW and is based on historical usage factors which may not be representative of 100% of usage for future work.  The IGE provided below is not intended to influence the offeror’s proposed estimates; however, it is provided to assist offerors in determining the general magnitude of this procurement.  Offerors shall develop their own estimates that support their unique proposed management and technical approaches and shall provide supporting rationale in narrative form.  

The IGE for the Baseline External Customer Infrastructure Development, Recruiting, and Integration Support, WBS Items 2.7 and 3.6, is based on one possible approach to this activity.  It is anticipated that the offeror’s approach will differ, and that proposals will contain sufficient rationale for the soundness of the proposed approach to be determined.

The IGE is not to be considered a Government “plug number.”  Offerors should note that once the contract is awarded, fee will not be adjusted if the IGE is used for estimating actual cost incurred after award differs.

The IGE FTE estimates include all labor required to perform the entire SOW with the exception of traditional G&A type personnel.
