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on overall performance.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, there is a high level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  
Moderate Level of Confidence

The Offeror’s relevant past performance is pertinent to this acquisition, and it demonstrates effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; reportable problems, but with little identifiable effect on overall performance.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, there is a moderate level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  
Low Level of Confidence

The Offeror’s relevant past performance is at least somewhat pertinent to this acquisition, and it meets or slightly exceeds minimum acceptable standards; adequate results; reportable problems with identifiable, but not substantial, effects on overall performance.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, there is a low level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Changes to the Offeror’s existing processes may be necessary in order to achieve contract requirements.  
Very Low Level of Confidence

The Offeror’s relevant past performance does not meet minimum acceptable standards in one or more areas; remedial action required in one or more areas; problems in one or more areas which adversely affect overall performance.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, there is a very low level of confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  
Neutral/Unknown Confidence

In the case of an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available; the Offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance (see FAR 15.305(a)(2)(ii) and (iv)).

M.5   Cost/Price Factor
To ensure that the final agreed-to prices are fair and reasonable the Government will perform price analysis and will also perform cost analysis to include a cost realism analysis and cost confidence level, in accordance with FAR 15.305, FAR 15.404, and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1815.305.   As part of the cost realism analysis, information proposed in Volume III, Cost Proposal, and Volume I, Mission Suitability, will be evaluated for specific elements of the Offeror’s proposed cost estimate to determine whether the estimated proposed cost elements are realistic for the work to be performed; reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and are consistent with the unique methods of performance and materials described in the Offeror’s technical proposal.  Based on this cost realism analysis, the Government will determine the probable cost of performance for each offeror.  The proposed and probable cost for the entire potential period of performance (contract years 1-5) will be evaluated.  The evaluation of the cost factor will result in a probable cost which may differ from the proposed cost and reflects the Government’s best estimate of the cost of any contract that is most likely to result from the Offeror’s proposal.

Cost and Fee Evaluation of Completion Form – The Government will perform a cost realism analysis for Completion Form.  The proposed and probable cost for the complete period of performance (contract years 1-5) will be evaluated.

Cost and Fee Evaluation of IDIQ – The SEB will perform a cost realism analysis of proposed IDIQ rates and resources and develop a probable cost estimate for the sample task order.  The IDIQ rates will be evaluated for reasonability for the complete period of performance (contract years 1-5).  This is to allow an evaluation of the cost of doing business with each Offeror, including predicted growth in cost during the whole contract period of performance.  The rates in Attachment J-08 should not differ from the rates used in the cost proposal.  

Phase-In – To promote fair competition the price of phase-in is not a discriminator for selection purposes as long as the proposed price of phase-in is reasonable.  

The Fixed Price proposed for phase-in will only be subject to price analysis.  The price of phase-in will be compared to the proposed prices of other Offerors to establish that the price is reasonable.  An unreasonable phase-in price may be addressed in discussions.

Proposed and Probable Costs for Selection Purposes – The results of the Government’s cost evaluation will be presented to the Source Selection Authority (SSA) for consideration in making the source selection.  The proposed and probable costs will be used for selection purposes and will include the cost of the basic and option periods (all 5 years) of performance for Completion Form (Baseline) and the cost of the IDIQ Sample Task Order effort.
