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1) Can a Construction Management Firm bid this effort?  Can the Overhead and Profit percentages be the same as the Commission percentage?

Response: Yes. A Construction Management firm can propose on this RFP, as long as, they perform the required amount of work under clause I.29 52.219-14 LIMITATIONS ON SUBCONTRACTING (DEC 1996).  The term "General Contractor" applies to the entity with whom the Government contracts, and does not indicate whether the Contractor self-performs or subcontracts.  On base task proposals, the General Contractor shall use the overhead and profit rates proposed in Attachment E, when preparing the attachment J price proposal form.  Subcontractors are not bound to these rates on base task pricing.  Yes, overhead and profit rates can be the same as the Commission rate.  Remember, the Commission rate in Attachment E applies only to Equitable Adjustment (Changes) pricing.

2) In sec L.16 (a) offerors have to furnish 10 most recent projects. My questions is that do we have to provide 10 different Past performances questionnaires for 10 most recent projects from evaluators or can we provide 10 past performances in information from offeror section.?

Response: The past performance questionnaires submitted to the Government shall be from the projects listed in the offeror’s Past Performance Volume.
