1. This is an amendment to Request for Proposal (RFP) NNM10263608R for NASA Integrated Communications Services (NICS) issued by the George C. Marshall Space Flight Center.  The purpose of this amendment is to respond to questions and comments submitted by potential offerors in order to ensure consistency and clarity of understanding.  Potential offerors are informed that as part of this amendment the submission date for Volume III, Past Performance, is revised to be the same as the required due date for submission of all other proposal volumes.  Additionally, the designated location for receipt of hand-carried proposal submissions is deleted.  Specific delivery information will be provided upon Government receipt of intent to hand deliver the proposals in lieu of mail delivery.
2. Attachment A to Amendment 003 provides a complete listing of questions and answers that were not answered in Amendments 001 and 002.  In addition, the responses delineated therein describe the various RFP changes, and specific locations of these changes, that are made to various sections of the RFP.

3. Attachment B to Amendment 003 provides all RFP replacement pages that are required as a result of the changes described in Attachment A.  
4. Based upon the RFP changes delineated Attachment A to this amendment, the following pages are hereby deleted/added in their entirety as Attachment B.  A vertical line in the right margin indicates the specific area(s) of change. 
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5. The Offeror’s attention is directed to RFP Attachment B, Cost Forms, (distinct from this RFP Attachment B) which is being provided as several distinct spreadsheets housed in a ZIP file. Attachment B, Cost Forms, has been revised since the release of RFP Amendment 002. These spreadsheets have multiple interdependent links.  In order for the links to work properly, offerors should extract the files to their computers in a single folder.  All cost Attachments are provided.  However, only Attachments B-2, B-5, and B-7 have been revised in Amendment 003.  Attachment A provides specific information regarding the changes to these Attachments by tab.
6. In accordance with Section L Provision L.29(e), offerors will be provided an opportunity to present an oral overview of their proposals during the period March 16-18, 2010.  This overview is not required and information provided will not be evaluated.  Subsequent to receipt of offers, the Government will provide specific information regarding time and location of the briefing, as well as other ground rules.  Offerors are requested to provide to the NICS Contracting Officer, Jeffrey S. Jackson, point of contact information and facsimile number as part of the offeror’s proposal, for transmission of this information.

7. All other terms and conditions of RFP NNM10263608R remain unchanged.

	It appears that the formatting for this section is incorrect as it includes two item (a)’s.


	Attachment J-1, PWS Section 2.10 is revised to reflect the correct numbering nomenclature for items (a) through (e).

	Section L, Appendix 2
	With a one-to-one correlation of company job title to solicitation job title, the 49 labor categories multiplied by 2 JDQs per page equals 25 pages per site.  With 15 locations, the total JDQ package is 375 pages per team member.  Given that each team will probably have several members due to the small business requirements, the Mission Suitability appendix for JDQs will require several binders of material.  


	Prime and subcontractors are to provide JD/Q’s only if the labor category is proposed by the offeror for a particular location.  This is not to be confused with the requirement to provide IDIQ rates for all labor categories for all sites (i.e. Attachment J-18).

	Section L.20, Cost Volume format
	Given that all pages of the EPM are required to be printed, will the government provide further instructions to reduce page volume?
	Section L, Provision L.20 (a) is revised to add the following: “For the cost volume only, cost sheets should be printed using the provided font and font size, landscape, and at no smaller than 65% of normal size.  Paper size of 8.5 x11 inches is standard; however, 8.5x14 (folded to 11inches) is optional.”  

Additionally, Attachment B-2, Tabs H rows 755 and below is not required to be printed. B-2 is changed to remove shading areas in Tab H below row 755.

	Section L, Provisions L.29, L.31, L.35.1
	
	The Government is no longer requesting that Volume III, Past Performance Volume, be submitted two weeks prior to the specified due date for receipt of proposals.  The date for submission of Volume III is therefore changed to March 12, 2010.  Therefore, the following RFP provisions are revised as follows:

1.  Provision L.29(a) is revised to specify the due date as March 12, 2010 for receipt of Volume III, Past Performance.

2. Provision L.31(a) is revised to delete the request that Volume III, Past Performance and CAOT be submitted on February 26, 2010.

3. Provision L.35.1(h) is revised to specify that the offeror’s and major subcontractor’s Cost Volume CAOT template be submitted with Volume II, Cost Volume.

	Section L Provisions L.29 and L.31 are revised in order to delete the designated location for hand delivery of proposals.  Offerors shall provide notification of their intent to hand deliver all proposal volumes via email to the NICS Contracting Officer, Jeffrey S. Jackson at Jeffrey.S.Jackson@nasa.gov at least five days before the proposal due date in order to obtain the exact delivery location at MSFC.

	…an error was noted on page L.65 in which escalation for 2012 is shown as 29%.  We assume the correct value should be 2.9%.
	Correct.  Section L, Provision L.35.3, Section 2(b) is revised to reflect the correct escalation rate of 2.9% for Calendar Year 2012.

	Attachment B, Cost Forms B-5
	Attachment B-5, Tab S, Row 25, Columns K through P:  These cells appear to be incorrectly linked to the wrong contract years from Tab T.


	Errors were found in the Attachment B, Cost Form Tab S, columns K through M, row 25, and are corrected in the revised Attachment B, Cost Forms. 

In addition, Attachment B, Cost Form Tab T, cells N13 through N18 are revised to show a sum.

	Attachment B, Cost Forms B-7, Tab V
	Attachment B-7, Tab V:  In reference to summary data by site below row 191: Comments within these cells appear to be contradictory, some cells state the cells are linked, and only the areas in pink require manual input, while other cells within the same block of Shifts, Burdens, Subcontract, G&A, Handling, & FCCOM, indicate that the government would provide an estimate with the final RFP.  There is confusion as to what data input is required in this section.


	In Attachment B, Cost Forms, Tab V, cells below row 191 are updated to provide accurate instructions.  In addition, row 185 is revised to correct the formula.

	Attachment B, Cost Forms B-7, Tab V
	Attachment B-7, Tab V, Allocation of Centralized Services (Rows 30, 62, 95, 140, and 185):  It is unclear how the costs of centralized functions are being allocated.  The formulas being used in row 185 (for allocation among the Grand Totals) are the same as the ones used in row 140 (CLIN 4, 9, 14, 19, summary).


	The formula assumes a percentage allocation of centralized service labor from Tab H-0 to the direct labor dollars from the remaining PWS CLINs.  The government’s allocation method reflects the funding approach for PWS 2.0 shared management services.  This allocation is independent of the offeror’s proposed approach for centralized/decentralized delivery of services.
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
