The overview session will be limited to 2.5 hours in length.  Further guidance (e.g., schedule, logistics, and location) will be provided by the Contracting Officer to all offerors.

The Offeror’s attention is directed to Attachment B, Cost Forms, which is being provided as several distinct spreadsheets housed in a ZIP file. These spreadsheets have multiple interdependent links.  In order for the links to work properly, offerors should extract the files to their computers in a single folder.
