The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the contractor within 30 days; provided that the Government gives the contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 30 before the contract expires.  The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.
(b)
In accordance with NFS 1817.207-70(b) (1) and the procedures set forth in paragraph (b), the Government will perform an analysis to determine whether exercise of the option is in the Government's best interest.  The analysis required to support the option exercise determination must include consideration of other factors in addition to price, as follow:

Option Decision Package
Ten months prior to the effective date of each option, the contractor shall prepare and submit an Option Decision Package to the Contracting Officer in accordance with DRD 1294CD-001, Option Decision Package.  The Option Decision Package shall include a cost reduction proposal, update on technical/schedule/cost performance, and any additional information that may be requested by the Contracting Officer.  The cost reduction proposal shall consist of, at a minimum, the contractor’s proposed cost reductions based on proposed operational and technological efficiencies, which if negotiated, will result in the reduction of estimated/target costs and fees associated with the remaining contract options.  Additionally, the Option Decision Package submission will include those elements delineated in DRD 1294CD-001, Option Decision Package.  

As part of its proposal request, the Government reserves the right to request a proposal to convert one or more CLINs as delineated in Clause B.2 to fixed-price, or some variation of fixed price.  

A request for additional information to be included in the Option Decision Package will be made in writing by the Contracting Officer at least 14 calendar days before the due date of the package.

Option Decision Consideration
The Government will consider the following in making a determination to exercise pursuant to Clause 52.217-9, entitled Option to Extend the Term of the Contract, of the contract:



Decision Point 1 (Applies to all contract option periods)

Decision Point 1 relates to criteria that must be favorably evaluated in order for NASA to consider proceeding to Decision Point 2.  These criteria include, but are not limited to, the following areas:
a. No cost overruns within the contractor’s control >10%

b. Consecutive Award Fee adjective ratings of Very Good or Excellent over the preceding two periods
c. Corporate Capital Investment provided in accordance with Advance Agreements



Decision Point 2 (Applies to all contract option periods)

Decision Point 2 relates to Government evaluation of data resulting from a recommendation for a favorable decision to exercise the contract option, based on the following:
a. The Option Decision Package, including fixed-price conversion proposal if requested, submitted in accordance with paragraph (a) of this clause including, but not limited to, the extent of any cost reductions proposed.  The Government reserves the right to return the cost reduction for revision if the magnitude of the proposed reduction is not commensurate with the expected level of savings resulting from anticipated efficiencies.

b. The quality of the contractor’s performance against the performance measures set forth in Attachment J-4, Performance Measures.

c. Independent market research conducted by the Government.
d. Any other consideration, such as that required by FAR Part 17 that may be determined to be significant by the Government including, but not limited to, availability of funding and continuation of need for the services.

Decision to Exercise Options or Continue Services
The decision to exercise any option will be solely at the discretion of the Government.  The decision to exercise Options 1, 2, and 3 will require approval by appropriate levels of NASA management prior to issuance of a modification exercising either option.  This clause does not limit the Government’s rights relative to any other clause included in this contract.

The contractor shall remain responsible for the effort covered by the PWS during phase-out activities.
