#4 Question and Answer on 
RFP NNG10EK01R for the MMS Project’s Latch Valves
Question #1:  Section 7.1.2.2.2 of NASA Latch Valve Specification is asking Assembly Outgassing in terms of g/sec per kg of unit.  This sounds like the customer wants data based upon the kinetics of the release of out-gassing products from material.  If that is the case we require following clarifications:

1)  If we require analyzing every individual organic items we need data on the basis of test ran per ASTM E 1559.  Is there any reliable data source (NASA, Defense, etc.) available for this?  Otherwise, we may require finding a Laboratory for running tests.

2)  If we require running the outgassing test on assembled unit, what will be the test procedure and where can that be performed?  In addition, how accurate will be the test ran on a nearly enclosed hardware where all the potentially outgassing materials are located inside?

Answer #1:   NASA will assist with testing for compliance of the outgassing specification if the spec cannot be met by previous materials testing or by the approval of a MUA.  The need for NASA to assist with this non-compliance should be documented in the proposal.

If they have to do the test to show compliance to the required outgassing rates, then they are required to report the data as described.
