Surface Preparation and Painting
1.1.1. Refurbishment

A. Repaint/Recaulk/Repair Buildings 

a. Surface Prep-Masonry Walls: shall be pressure washed with a 20% detergent solution. Detergent shall be allowed to be in contact for at least ten (10) minutes prior to removal of detergent. Tough stains and mold shall be scoured prior to removal of detergent. Walls shall then be pressure washed to remove existing loose paint and coatings.  Surfaces shall be pressure washed to a stable substrate layer by water at a pressure of 2,000 to 2,500 psi. Remove all mold, stains, oils, loose paint, and contaminates from wall. Surface shall be clean, dry, and free from contaminants and foreign matter. Mildew and chalking shall be removed and the surface thoroughly sterilized. Chipped, peeling, or blistered paint shall be removed and the surface spot primed. Hard glossy surfaces shall be dulled and roughened to ensure proper adhesion. After surface has dried, surface repairs/pointing up shall be performed prior to application of the primer/sealer.  A primer/sealer shall be applied in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.
i) Detergent shall be a non-bleach mildew killer designed to kill mold and mildew. 

ii) Items to be protected during pressure washing include (but are not limited to) electrical equipment, air intakes, windows, and door seals.

iii) Signage shall be removed prior to pressure washing, stored, and replaced following completion of painting. 

b. When coatings or paint is being removed by water blasting, discharges will be screened by a 40 micron (or finer) filter mesh.  Any paint chips shall be collected and contaizied for  disposal  of in an approved manner per KNPR 8500.1 REV B .

c. Discharges must be: 
i) released/directed to grade without erosion to the area and without runoff  to surface waters or wetlands, or.

ii) collected and released to grade at another upland site, or

iii) collected and disposed of as industrial wastewater in a FDEP approved treatment facility.

d. Painting-Masonry Walls: Paint shall be Sherwin Williams latex exterior quality paint or approved equivalent that is suitable for application to masonry surface and is compatible with primer. Shall have 2 top coats applied in accordance with the manufacturers recommendations. Red fire hook up bull’s eyes shall also be repainted. 

e. Surface Prep-Metal: Shall be pressured washed and solvent cleaned. Rust shall be removed. Apply an oil based primer in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations. Any touchups/repair required shall be performed. 
f. Painting-Metal: Shall be an oil based paint, and shall be compatible with selected oil based primer, with 2 topcoats.
i) Metals surfaces to be painted include but not limited to: Doors, door frames, ferrous window frames, pipes, light brackets, misc. brackets, any fire attachments/pipes, and pipe supports.   
g. Recaulking: All exterior caulk (doors, windows, building joints, expansion joints, etc.) shall be removed and recaulked.  Existing caulk has not been tested for hazardous material content and may contain PCB’s, mercury, and asbestos.  Caulk shall be removed employing appropriate OSHA-compliant work practices for these materials unless a negative exposure assessment (i.e. Prework analysis conducted by the offeror’s competent person) demonstrates that there is no exposure hazard to the employees performing the caulk removal.    Joints to be recaulked shall be cleaned and prepared as per manufacturers published instructions, and shall be replaced with General Electric Silpruf SCS2000 or approved equivalent installed in accordance with the manufactures published instructions. Caulk shall have a minimum 10 year labor and material warranty.  Backer rods shall be installed as per manufacturers published instructions   

Caulk removal methods shall provide for control of caulk dust and shall provide for the containment and collection of caulk debris. Caulk debris shall be drummed and stored in a temporary hazardous waste staging area(s).  The contractor shall be responsible for management of the temporary waste staging area(s).  Staging area location shall be coordinated with the COTR.  The Government will provide drums for the waste caulk and waste characterization sampling. Following the Governments waste characterization, the waste caulk shall be disposed of as directed by the CO.
A. Misc.

a. Spalling: any spalling or loose pieces of concrete shall be chipped off from precast window and door headers and sills, and shall be cleaned and patched to new or original condition. 

b. Misc. Brackets: Any brackets, pipe supports, or appurtenances not specifically noted shall be brought back to new or original condition by repair or replacement as required.

B. Replacing/Repairing Sills and Headers

a. Window headers, sills, and door headers shall be repaired to new or original condition. If determined that it cannot be properly repaired, it shall be replaced with an equivalent header or sill. 

b. If rebar is visible, it shall be cleaned with a wire cup brush, and shall have Cold-Galv or approved equivalent brushed on. Tapcons shall be installed to form a mechanical method of attachment. After thoroughly drying, a latex binder shall be used in conjunction with the installed tapcons to bond the repair to the existing concrete. The sill/header shall be built back to original shape with a non-shrink grout with a binding agent.

1.1.2. Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) and Safety
A. Any application of paint or detergent to be performed within 20 feet of ventilation system intakes or mechanical rooms shall be done either on weekends or after 5 PM to minimize environmental effects to people within the building, or if while building is occupied, visqueen shall be applied temporarily over outdoor air intakes for no longer than 5 hours in any 24 hour period.  
1.1.2.2. All products to be used shall be submitted for government approval with associated MSDS sheets prior to purchase and use.
