The NASA Glenn Research Center (GRC) recently posted a special notice requesting information from interested sources for potential development of GRC’s north campus, which is located on the north side of Brookpark Road across from NASA’s main entrance and the Cleveland Hopkins International Airport. Currently Building 500 and 501, totaling 204,593 square feet in area, with an approximate capacity of 1050 personnel, exist on this 18.88 acre site along with a parking lot for approximately 800 vehicles. 

At this time NASA is only looking for potential technical capability of firms who may be interested in redeveloping B. 500 or 501; the decision to demo B. 500/501 has not been determined. 

An industry briefing/site visit will be held on Tuesday, January 19, 2010, at 1:00 PM for the Development Engineering Building (DEB) Building 500 and 501.  Offerors are required to park in the DEB parking lot located on the north side of Brookpark Rd.  Offerors should plan to arrive and sign in between 12:30 PM and 12:45 PM in the lobby of Building 500 at which time they will receive an ID badge. (NOTE:  All attendees MUST provide a valid photo ID on the day of the site showing.  All attendees must be a citizen of the United States in order to have access to GRC.)  The briefing and site visit should last until approximately 3:00 PM.  The site visit is a walking tour and attendees should wear comfortable shoes and clothing.
