Proposal Instructions

All proposal documentation shall be submitted as either an attachment to the electronic submission in RFQS (preferred) or via e-mail to theresa.bardusch@nasa.gov
Basis for Award
Selection and award will be made to that offeror whose offer will be most advantageous to the Government (See FAR 2.101, Best Value), with consideration given to the factors of technical merit, price, and past performance.  All factors are considered comparatively equal in terms of importance.
The Government intends to award without discussions but reserves the right to enter into discussions should the determination be made that doing so would be in the best interest of the Government.

Proposal Guidelines

Technical Merit – Offerors shall provide sufficient information and supporting documentation to allow the Government to determine whether the Contractor can meet all requirements of the Statement of Work.  Failure to address all requirements may negatively affect evaluation of an offerors’ proposal.  
The vendor shall discuss their proposed filter system, the purity of the water that can provide in terms of parts per million and/or resistivity.  Langley Research Center (LaRC) requests a 12 M ohm resistivity at a minimum, or an explanation of why that value cannot be met and what value the vendor can meet.  If the vendor can exceed this specification, the vendor shall explain and cite what value they can meet and how it is measured.
The vendor shall estimate how much time is expected to be devoted by LaRC personnel interfacing with the vendor.  
The vendor shall lay out how they want LaRC to notify them of new chemicals being used, procedures they want LaRC to follow, and their turn-around time for approval.  
The vendor shall explicitly state the handling process for cradle to grave of the filters.  Certifications and permits will be cited.
The vendor shall be able to describe the prompt service for problems that arise; targeting 2 site visits for such issues each year and 1 urgent/emergency visit within 24 hours.
The vendor shall state that they comply with all federal and state regulations and their process from cradle to grave of handling all filters which includes city water and processed water containing contaminants from the cleanroom and their relationship to the laws and regulations.  Any certifications, references, miscellaneous materials will be included.
Past Experience/Past Performance - The vendor shall have experience with cleanroom water filtration of city water and processed water. Processed water means water coming from a cleanroom that contains contaminants as describe above. Selection is based on the vendor being familiar with filtering processed water for a cleanroom fabrication electro-optical devices that uses standard micro-electronic fabrication.  
Provide past performance references for three (3) projects similar in size and scope to this requirement within the past three (3) years.  More projects may be provided if available.  Include a description of the work performed, as well as, names, phone numbers, contract numbers, contract value and email addresses for contact persons for each project referenced.  Past experience/performance will be evaluated for relevance to this requirement, quality/performance, timeliness and overall customer satisfaction. 
Price Proposal - Offerors shall propose a firm-fixed price to complete all requirements of the Statement of Work.
The vendor shall cost out service for nominal filter exchange/regeneration/disposal every 6 months.  If activity in our cleanroom exhausts the filters sooner than 6 months, the vendor shall provide cost for each replacement/regeneration/disposal of filters.
Other Considerations

· Offerors are invited to submit multiple offers in response to this RFQ, as this is a Best Value procurement.  

· The successful contractor must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) at the time of Contract Award.  To register in CCR, go to www.ccr.gov.
