MINIMUM TEAM QUALIFICATIONS

8.1 Core Team:  The Contractor shall provide a Core Team that meets the following qualifications:

8.1.1 Principal-in-Charge shall be a registered architect and LEED certified with at least 25 years experience including experience providing staff direction on at least 15 laboratory projects.

8.1.2 Project Manager shall be a registered professional engineer or architect, have a degree in an engineering or architecture with at least 15 years experience leading interdisciplinary coordination and management of engineering efforts for large projects, including experience on at least 5 Government projects.

8.1.3 Project Architect shall be a registered architect, have a degree in architecture with at least 15 years experience, including managerial experience in planning and conceptual design, architectural design development, detailed technical design and the production of contract documents for research and development, governmental and institutional projects assuring proper code compliance and construction documentation coordination on at least 5 Government projects.

8.1.4 Landscape Architect shall be a registered Landscape architect, have a degree in landscape architecture with at least 15 years experience.

8.1.5 Lead Engineer/Lead Technical Architect/Lab Planner shall be a registered professional engineer or architect, have a bachelor’s degree in an engineering discipline or architecture with at least 10 years experience, including experience on at least 5 laboratory projects designing mechanical and process systems for state-of-the-art cleanrooms, working with site utility systems, and designing for compliance with energy conservation standards.

8.1.6 Administrative shall have working knowledge of Microsoft Windows or equivalent word processing software
8.2 Supporting Team:  The Contractor shall provide a Supporting Team that meets the following 
qualifications:

8.2.1 Architect shall have a bachelor’s degree in architecture with at least 5 years experience in architectural design including experience with detailed technical design, design development, production of contract documents, code analysis, and construction documentation coordination. 

8.2.2 Interior Designer shall have a bachelor’s degree in interior design with at least 5 years experience in interior finish design.  

8.2.3 CAD Drafter shall have a minimum of 3 years experience in CAD design and drafting.   CAD technician shall be proficient in software packages used by A&E including and shall be able to demonstrate proficiency and compliance with the NASA CADD Manual which will be provided after successful award. 

8.2.4 Industrial Hygienist shall have a bachelor’s degree in Industrial Hygiene, Occupational Safety, Health and Safety or other physical science field.  IH shall have a minimum of 5 years experience in construction renovations projects and shall be a Certified Industrial Hygienist (CIH) by the ABIH (American Board of Industrial Hygienist).   IH shall be capable of taking field samples and providing testing of samples to determine remediation strategies for renovation projects.  

8.2.5 Lab Planner shall be a registered architect, have a master’s degree in architecture with at least 15 years experience planning, programming and designing laboratories, including evaluating functional requirements, flow/adjacency requirements, equipment needs and anticipated growth, and experience drafting and refining space program summaries and finalizing lab module concepts on at least 5 laboratory projects.

8.2.6 Clean Room Lab Planner shall have at least 15 years experience in microelectronics technology cleanrooms including equipment layout, support space layout, utility sizing and space management, production of contract documents and budgeting on 5 clean room laboratory projects.

8.2.7 HVAC Engineer shall have a bachelor’s degree in mechanical engineering with at least 4 to 10 years of experience designing mechanical, HVAC, exhaust treatment systems, process support, and utility systems, including experience resolving engineering issues of research facilities, employing innovative, cost effective and efficient solutions to complex and integrated infrastructure systems, coordinating with all disciplines on at least 5 laboratory projects.

8.2.8 Plumbing Engineer shall have a bachelor’s degree in mechanical engineering with at least 4 to 10 years of experience designing waste, drainage, sanitation, gas piping, pipe sizing, site surveys, system evaluation reporting, and code searching, including experience on at least 5 laboratory projects.

8.2.9 Process Engineer shall have a bachelor’s degree in chemical engineering with experience designing process support systems such as process waters, waste handling, water reclamation and reuse, bulk and specialty gases handling and delivery, and process exhaust and abatement systems on at least 3 laboratory projects and 4 manufacturing projects.  

8.2.10 Electrical Engineer shall have a bachelors degree in electrical engineering with at least 4-10 years experience in conceptual and final design for electrical systems integrating under-ground power distribution, unit substations, standby and prime power generation, interior and exterior lighting and controls, primary and secondary power distribution communication systems, fire detection and protection, intrusion detection, telecommunication and uninterruptible power supply systems, including experience on at least 5 laboratory projects.

8.2.11 Structural Engineer shall be a registered professional engineer, have a at least 4-10 years experience designing and reviewing conceptual structural designs both in concrete and steel construction based on analyses of the structure, forces affecting the structure and current codes and standards.  

8.2.12 Fire Protection Engineer shall have a bachelor’s degree in fire protection with at least 4 to 10 years experience analyzing and designing a variety of fire protection systems, fire hazard and risk assessments and adherence to governmental regularly standards and guidelines, including experience on at least 5 laboratory projects.

8.2.13 Instrumentation/Controls Engineer shall have a bachelor’s degree in electrical engineering with at least 25 years practical experience in building system instrumentation and controls and development of sustainable energy efficient designs, including experience on at least 5 laboratory projects and 4 manufacturing projects.

8.2.14 Sustainable Designer shall be a registered architect with at least 10 years experience, be LEED certified, and have energy daylighting/sustainable design experience.

8.2.15 Civil Engineer shall be a registered professional engineer, have a bachelor’s degree in civil engineering with at least 4-10 years experience, and have civil infrastructure development design and engineering activities project experience such as: water, sanitary sewer, storm sewer systems, drainage channels, stormwater management facilities, overlot grading, streets, parking lots, and sediment control measures.

8.2.16 Environmental Engineer shall be a registered professional engineer, have a bachelor’s degree in environmental engineering with at least 10 years experience.

8.2.17 Geotechnical Engineer shall be a registered professional engineer, have a degree in civil engineering with at least 15 years experience, including experience in foundation earthwork analysis, due diligence studies, characterization and remediation of contaminated sites, and subsurface investigations.

8.2.18 Cost Estimator shall be a member of the American Society of Professional Estimators and the American Association of Cost Engineers with at least 10 years experience, including experience in preparing budges, conceptual and detailed cost estimating, elemental analysis, value engineering, life-cycle costing, and claims and change order negotiations.

8.2.19 Vibration/Acoustical Controls Engineer shall be a registered professional engineer, have a degree in civil engineering and a degree in structural engineering with at least 25 years experience, including experience in design of low vibration environments for advanced technology facilities, signals processing, finite element modeling, and aspects of structural and soils dynamics.

8.2.20 Specifications Writer shall be a registered architect or engineer with a bachelor’s degree and at least 10 years experience, including experience in the development and writing of specifications, the quality assurance monitoring of the quality and integrity of project documentation through all project phases on at least 5 laboratory projects.
