The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), White Sands Test Facility (WSTF) is pleased to release the RFP, number NNJ10336475R, for the Environmental Compliance and Operations (ECO) acquisition.  The ECO Contract provides the WSTF Environmental Program with required environmental restoration program operations and environmental compliance program management. This replaces the Draft RFP, issued on May 21, 2010, in its entirety.  
The ECO Contract is a 100 percent Small Business Set-aside and has been assigned North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code 562910 – Remediation Services, Environmental.

The ECO contract structure is comprised of: Cost Reimbursable (CR) Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee (CPFF) and Fixed-Price (FP) task/delivery orders.

Acquisition Features:

· The ECO Contract is transitioning out of an award fee cost-reimbursable environment into a CPFF and FP environment through the use of an IDIQ contract.

· It is the Government’s intent to provide performance feedback to the Contractor as specified in Clause F.8, Performance Assessment and DRD-ECO-001.

· The Government anticipates a 6 year Period of Performance, consisting of a 2-year base and four, 1-year options.
· NASA plans to award both FP and CR IDIQ Task Orders in accordance with NFS 1852.216-80, Task Ordering Procedure, to fulfill the annual requirement demands of the WSTF Environmental Program.  The Task Order requirements shall be priced utilizing the labor categories and proposed rates in Section B, Clause B.9 RATE TABLE FOR PRICING COST REIMBURSEABLE TASK/DELIVERY ORDERS and 
Clause B.10 RATE TABLE FOR PRICING FIXED PRICE TASK/DELIVERY ORDERS.

· This solicitation contains Task Orders (TOs), identified in Section L, Attachment L-3. The Government reserves the right to issue the draft versions as actual initial task orders as proposed.  

· The Government is encouraging offerors to propose any efficiencies and associated clauses in accordance with Section L 19.3.1, TA1

· Subcontracting arrangements are required for any small business proposing a subcontracting arrangement and will be evaluated as part of Section M.5.4, Subcontracting Arrangements Approach.
