JUSTIFICATION FOR OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION
For NNC10CA07C
I. Description of Requirement 


The procurement is for the design and fabrication of a variable area nozzle benchtop demonstration model for the fan, or bypass, section of a gas turbine engine’s very high bypass turbofan.  The design will utilize shape memory alloy technology and would serve as a multidisciplinary research tool.  
The subject contract is pending award with Continuum Dynamics, Inc. of Ewing, New Jersey.  The entity successfully completed a related SBIR Phase I Contract (NNC05CA29C) entitled ‘High Temperature Smart Structures for Engine Noise Reduction and Performance Enhancement’ and a related SBIR Phase II Contract (NNC06CA03C) with the same name.    

The contract will be Firm Fixed Price and will utilize American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds.  The estimated value of the procurement is between $472k and $500k.    
II. Statutory Basis for Other Than Full and Open Competition

FAR 6.302-5 entitled ‘Authorized or required by statute’ is applicable to this procurement and serves as the Justification for Other than Full and Open Competition rationale.  The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(b)(2) and 41 U.S.C. 253(b)(2).  As noted in the SBIR Phase III Contracting Handbook, these statutory authorities allow for an SBIR Phase III award to be issued non-competitively if the award is derived from, extends, or logically concludes efforts performed under prior SBIR funding agreements.  
III. Rationale In Support of Statutory Authority

The authority is selected as Continuum Dynamics, Inc. has successfully completed the related SBIR Phase I and Phase II efforts.  The SBIR Phase III contract extends the previous work effort and will result in a benchtop demonstration model meeting selected NASA specifications.  
IV. Description and Results of Market Research

Per the Small Business Association Policy Guide and the 1992 Small Business Research and Development Enhancement Act, as noted in the SBIR Phase III Contracting Handbook, competition for SBIR Phase I and Phase II contracts satisfy the competition requirements of the Competition in Contracting Act.  Therefore, market research as detailed in FAR 10.002 was not performed.  

In accordance with FAR 5.7 ‘Publicizing Requirements Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009’ and FAR 6.305 ‘Availability of the Justification’, a description of this requirement along with this Justification for Other than Full and Open Competition will be posted to the NASA Acquisition Internet Service/FedBizOpps website.  All responses will be considered.   

V. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost
The vendor will be required to submit adequate cost support data, and an analysis will be performed to determine the costs as fair and reasonable.
