The following FAR Clause is hereby added as Section I.11 of the solicitation:

I.11   
NOTIFICATION OF EMPLOYEE RIGHTS UNDER THE NATIONAL LABOR RELATIONS ACT (DEVIATION) (June 2010) (See PIC 10-06)
(a) 
During the term of this contract, the Contractor shall post a notice, of such size and in such form, and containing such content as prescribed by the Secretary of Labor, in conspicuous places in and about its plants and offices where employees covered by the National Labor Relations Act engage in activities relating to the performance of the contract, including all places where notices to employees are customarily posted both physically and electronically, in the languages employees speak, in accordance with 29 CFR 471.2 (d) and (f). 


(1) 
Physical posting of the employee notice shall be in conspicuous places in and about the Contractor’s plants and offices so that the notice is prominent and readily seen by employees who are covered by the National Labor Relation Act and engage in activities related to the performance of the contract. 



(2) 
If the Contractor customarily posts notices to employees electronically, then the Contractor shall also post the required notice electronically by displaying prominently, on any website that is maintained by the Contractor and is customarily used for notices to employees about terms and conditions of employment, a link to the Department of Labor’s website that contains the full text of the poster. (e)  In the event that the Contractor does not comply with the requirements set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this clause, this contract may be terminated or suspended in whole or in part, and the Contractor may be suspended or debarred in accordance with 29 CFR 471.14 and FAR Subpart 9.4.  Such other sanctions or remedies may be imposed as are provided by 29 CFR Part 471, which implements E.O. 13496 or as otherwise provided by law. 

(f)  Subcontracts.  
(1)  The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (f), in every subcontract that exceeds $10,000 and will be performed wholly or partially in the United States, unless exempted by the rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to Section 3 of Executive Order 13496 of January 30, 2009, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor.

The Contractor is not permitted to procure supplies or services in a way designed to avoid the applicability of Executive Order 13496 or this subpart.

Note 14 on Drawing C08, Rev. 1 is hereby replaced by the following:  
All clearing and grubbing debris, including trees, limbs, shrubs, stumps, etc., shall be ground to no larger than 1 ft. by 1 ft. and hauled to the SSC landfill.  The landfill is located approximately one mile from the Beginning of Project (B.O.P.), which is located near the intersection of Saturn Road and Trent Lott Parkway.  All unclassified excavation, pipe excavation, demolished concrete, and muck shall be hauled to the SSC landfill.  SSC landfill hours of operation are Monday through Friday, 0630 to 1400.

4.   The proposal due date remains unchanged at July 8, 2010, 3:00 p.m. local time.

5.   All other terms and conditions remain the same.
