Attachment IX – New COTS Solution (BridgeLogiQ) Description

The Scientific and Technical Information Program Office (STIPO) has already evaluated and chosen Feith Systems’ commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software, BridgeLogiQ version 8.1, as the basis for the new Center for Aerospace Information (CASI) end-to-end content management and information delivery system.  

The following software and hardware have already been purchased in support of the integration and implementation of the BridgeLogiQ solution:

a. Feith Systems and Software Inc., BridgeLogiQ version 8.1, with the appropriate licenses and support to meet current and projected needs for the next five years.

b. Three Dell R-810 Servers (Development, Test, and Production).
c. One 4.8 TB storage tray for the existing Sun 6180 storage array.
Four CASI staff members attended the Feith BridgeLogiQ training “boot-camp.”  The focus of the training included:

a. Data ingestion

b. Developing, modifying and maintaining workflows

c. File cabinet development, management and maintenance

d. Development and manipulation of data access controls

e. Development and management of web-forms

f. Development of reports utilizing Dashboard (Ad hoc reporting to remote users; Analytics)

g. Development of user interfaces.

The CASI staff is currently working with Feith Systems/Solution Engineers to outline the two proof of concept prototypes:  
a. Distributed Workflow Process to Support Center to CASI Data Transfers and Next Generation DAA/STI Reviews 

b. Management of Image Processing Tasks.  
In addition, CASI staff provided Feith engineers with sample data sets to begin development of workflow processes and development of web-forms.

By January 24, 2010, it is anticipated that there will be two prototype proofs of concept as described above.   No further work to implement the new system is anticipated prior to contract start.
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
