
Statement of Work
Purchase of Door Locksets and Cores

Description:
The purpose of this contract is to procure 450 door locksets and 450 lock cores for the newly leased NASA facility at 7700 Hubble Drive, Seabrook, MD.  The facility currently has existing door hardware that is not compliant or compatible with the Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) Best Access keying system.

Scope:
The scope of this proposal refers to the purchase of four hundred and fifty (450) Grade 2 Entrance Function Locksets and 450 uncombinated cores meeting the below technical specifications.
Locksets & Cores
Cylindrical Locks and Latches

Cylindrical locks and latches shall be bored and preassembled and conform to BHMA A156.2, Series 4000, Grade 2, SFIC. 

· Provide Entrance Function Lockset – part # 2CL3-EN-1-C1-A-626-LC as manufactured by Oak Security Group or the equivalent.

· Locks must be furnished with uncombinated small-format 7-Pin interchangeable core to match existing GSFC keying system – part # IC7D-626-UN as manufactured by Oak Security Group or the equivalent.  

Specifications for Grade 2 Locksets:

· Locksets must be non-handed and thru-bolted.

· Must be available in 626 finish.

· Door Thickness shall range from 1 3/8” to 2” for wood or metal doors. 
· Backset must be available for 2 3/8”, 2 3/4”.  

· Latchbolts shall have 1/2" throw, be UL Listed, and have self-adjusting faceplate.

· Must be available with T-strike and ANSI-strike.

· Trim to have solid zinc diecast levers, wrought brass roses, heavy gage inside and outside rose liners with concealed screws.

· Levers to have independent lever return torsion springs in the side hubs. 
· Locksets must be UL listed “A” label (3 hour) single swing door (4’ x 8’) ANSI/BHMA A156.2, Series 4000, Grade 2

· Lever style for cylindrical locks and latches shall match "Style C" (curved return) as manufactured by Oak Security Group or the equivalent. 

· Rose style shall match "Style 2" (3 1/2") as manufactured by Oak Security Group or the equivelant. 
· Locksets must have adjustable thru-bolt rose liners (Change 06/19/2010)
· Must have minimum 5-year warranty.
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Regulatory Requirements
Finish hardware used in fire rated door assemblies shall comply with NFPA 80 and be listed by UL-02, or other nationally recognized testing and inspection agency, for the specific application.

Finish hardware shall comply with FED-STD-795 for handicapped accessibility requirements.

Warranty
Provide a written extended warranty from the hardware manufacturer indicating that locks and latches are free from defects in material, workmanship for a minimum period of five years after acceptance of the proposal.  The warranty shall indicate that upon notification by the Government, the Contracted Supplier shall immediately correct defects in material, workmanship, and hardware operation during the warranty period at no cost to the Government.

Inability of the Government to properly install, operate and maintain permanent lock cores after acceptance shall be considered a defect and shall require that the hardware be replaced with new hardware in which permanent lock cores can be installed and operated properly.

Maintenance
Submit to the Contracting Officer at the time of the proposal, a complete set of specialized tools and maintenance instructions for continual adjustment, maintenance, removal, and replacement by the Government. Tools shall include adjustment wrenches and boring jigs for locksets.

All items must be received by NASA within 45 days of contract award.
